All argument
must be kept within the Scriptures, and
scriptora moat be iaterpreted by seriptere,
and aeri plural words be ezplaiaed by
scriptural meanings. Life ana death ara
test words in this discussion. Annihila-
tion's contend that they mean physical
Ufa sad annihilation, and to die,’ ‘lobe
cut off,’ ‘tobe utterly consumed,* Ac., are
quoted at signifying the total destruction
of body and soul. This is absurd. The
question is simply one of intarprotation of

flanguags. The speaker quoted several
passages from the Old Testament where
the Words (ha contended) could refer only
to physical death. He added: So tha
discussion should becarried from these
passages to those which dearly and dis-
tinctly teach the separate distance of seal
and body, and not to the forced meaning
of any single word. Christ says to Ma
daeiple*: ‘Pear not them that kill the
body, and after that have no more than
they can do; but rather fear him who af-
ter ba hath killed the hotly can east both

; tool sad body into bell.’ Here the state-
' raant ie distinct that to kill the body ia not
to deaWcy tba soul. Efforts baae been
made to expiate this. It is said tbM man
raSnot so destroy the body that God cannot
raise it from tba dead.

Until my friend the Earl ofShaftes-
bury brought Cos matter before Parlia-
ment, women were allowed to work in
mines ia Staffordshire ; they prepare, to

this very hoar, the clay which is to be
converted into porcelain. Only three
months before I left England I spent a
day, in oar potteries, and there were wo-
men and girls turning heavy wheels and
lifting enormous weights, their pfivsteal

kato. Carefully**6x6l uded i

from the lighter branches of the businem;
they were freely Used as beasts ofburden,
but no encouragement was given them to
undertake any skilled labor. And yet,
by the way, wo are told thst women can-
not serve in haberdashers* shops, hectare
they are too weak (o liftIbe bales ofgoods.
Tn Liverpool and Dublin Women earn six-
pence a oay by carrying immense loads of
rend ; nearly 50,000 hawk fish. fruit aad
hardware through the streets ef London,
their average earnings varying from 50
cents to £1 s week.

Numbers throughout the country weed,
dig, and bos potatoes, pick stones out of
the soil, spread the manure, reap daring
harvest, and load the wagons in all weath-
ers and seasons. Women are to be found
in (he lowest sod worst-paid departments
ofonr chemical works, glass-houses, rope-1
works, paper-mills, glue-works, and nail •
factories, as well as in our brick-fields and
nursery gardens. In hundreds of facto-
ries where #omen are employed there is
work going on of a less unsuitable kind
than what they are actually doing. I was
once going over a factory of this descrip-
tion. and leaving 9 number of women em-
ployed in work of the coarsest sort, 1
emerged into s clearer, quieter atmosphere,
to find men engaged in what seemed to
me quite a feminine branch of the mann-
faeture. -Is net this work women could
doT’ 1 sake I.
