By An Aet of the General Assembly
of Maryland it was enacted that *'when
any person, or body poUrie or aarpmia,
shall propose to sell or barter anything
mentioned in the preceding aoariun, ex-
cept spirituous or ferment* d liquors, bo
•hall aj ply to the Clerk of the Circuit
Court of the county ia which bo msv re-
side, or if he resides in tka city of Balts-
nr re, to the Comt of Common Fleas, for
a license therefor ; bat no license to trade,
or to sell spiritauas or fermented liqnors
shell bo issued by soy Clerk of any Court
to a feme covert, or to any person under
tho age of twenty-one, without the special
order of the Judge of die Court, but no
Judge shall give snob special ardor to is-
sue license to sell spirituous or fermented
liquors unless upon the recommendation
uf at least ten respectable freeholders,
residents of the wards or distriet wherein
the place of sale may be ; and whenever
any license shall be issued to a feme ouTcrt
or miner, the said feme covert or minor
shall be responsible for all contracts made
ia tbs prosecution of their business under
such license, and shall be liable to be soed
therefor in any Court of this State ; sad
the said fame covert may be mad or in-
dicted and prosecuted in ease of a viola-
lien by her of the License Laws of this
State, or in case she should keep a disor-
derly house, a* if she was a feme sole ;

aud if judgment be obtained against her
n any contract, * xccution shall or may
issue in the ordinary way to effect her
separate estate; Provided, however, that
such responsibility shall in no manner af-
fect or impair the responsibility of the
husband or parent under the existing
laws, and that this aet shall lake effect on
the thirtieth day of April.
