How Bills Pass Cosgrvss—Kx-Con-
gres-iniiii Roosevelt, of New York, in a

lecture in that city gave a very amusing
illustration of the manner in which bills
in Congress were read by the clerk, show-
ing the utter impossibility of any member
gathering their import, because of tho
rapidity and in distinctness of the utter-
auce.

The bill is sent to a committee for con-
sideration, the committee being principal-
ly composed from the rank* of the party
in power. When the committee brings
in a bill and recommends its passage, the
previous question is moved, which means
that all debate on the luljvetrhall be shut
off. That is the universal practice, and
the miuoritv was powerless to amend or
