Tbe milder caustics |
such as lunar caustics. Ac., are worthless. ¦

used. In all cases the patient said “the j
the scratch was so slight that they did not 1
mind il”—the very reason that they should
have “minded” it. In all these cases life
would have been saved had the means been
promptly employed.

Ifbe n mains well he has not the
hydrophobia. Bat apply the caustic at i
any rate at once.
