A Dtsrrrxn Poist of ITisronT.—Pop-1
ular tradition gives to the great King Al-
fred of England the instiiation of trial by
jury. Among antiquaries this has always
teen a disputed point, though (be entreat
popular impression has held its own. and
will probably long continue to bold for.Alfred against all other claimants. Bat
Edmund Burke, while landing Alfred,
tlil! says 5a a note) •Ilist-rian-, copying

after *ne tnrtljrr. am} examining little.
b*ve attributed to this i*K>nareh the instt-
tiition of juries. an institution which csr-
taiWj never did prevail amnn e the Saxca*.*
Liter on hi Lhlort at find the “reeienr*
of the Jury system attributed to King Hen-
ry If. in the twelfth century. Hut the
rr-wsrcliriftfaCwniß scholar, Dr. Hein-
rich Bran nor of V iennn. confirm the opin-
ion that Henry he If. who w a Norman,
and descendant of William the (V-nquemr.
if lie “revived” the institution ofthe jorr.
tway but bare revived the work of hie
Norman predecessors on the English
throne.

To Dr. Brunner the credit apparently
belonc* offamishing the original authen-
tic* for his statements, and giving a bis-
lorv in detail. The malts are, bri. fly.
a* follow*: During the existence of the
Merovingian dynasty on the continent of
Europe, the German or Gothic tribunals
—not juries in the modern sense—were
presided orer by officers of royal appoint-
ment, and the examination of the mem-
bers of the tribunal, as witnesses, was in-
troduced. In Normai. lv the process re-
ceive! a still further development. The
number of witnesses was fixed at twelve
sworn men, a majority of whom decided
the question at issue. It wa* in this
shape ifliat the institution was introduced
into bjigland by the Nordmn King. llcn-<
ry 11. Gradually the jury oftwelve neigh-
bors, witnesses, or cognizant of the gener-
al facts, were allowed to summon evidence
from witnesses outside of their number.
'Ibus they were both witnesses and judges.
In 1(150 a statute was passed by Parlia-
ment separating the witnesses from the
jury, whose function it now became to
make up a verdiet from the testimony laid
before them. I’p to the beginning of the
present century nearly fifty acts of Par-
liament in reference to juries were passed.
The subject has yeeived the molding of
legislation since, in this country as well
as in England, and precedents and judi-
cial decisions have added their {influence
to put the institution iu its present fonu,
under which a witness upon a jury would
be fatal to its verdict.

The original of tlie German and proba-
bly of tlie Anglo-Saxon process of trial,
was by the ‘•hundred*’ or the representa-
tives of the * hundred” families of the
vicinage. They were judge*, rather than
jurors. Their province w.is to affix the
penally, usually by custom, tradition or
unwritten law. Sometimes, no doubt,
the personal feeling or ‘’public opinion”
of the court supplied the want of Jaw or
prcecuont. In a word, tlie Gorman trib-
unal seems to have been a recognized and 1
thcref 'ic legal sort of “Lynch law,” as i> I
now termed, or sometimes like an “ostra-

cism,” as the Athenians practiced it.—
Ihe parties to the suit, or the criminal*
arraigned, establish' d the fac. of guilt or
purged themselves of the charge I v vari-
ous forms of ordeal or trial by combat

The name jury, from the French jure,
sworn, would seem to mark the Norman
origin of the institution. Of course, this
is not conclusive. r.s the N"rman conquer- i
or< would have named English institution*. '
Yet many Saxon aj peilation*. especially
of popular tilings and customs, have sur-
vived the Neuman conquest. The his-
torian Hume, uually careful in examin-
ing authorities, appear* to come, upon
fids theme, under Hutke’s rebuke, quoted
above, “copying after one another, and
examining little.” Hume says: “Ailad-
vances toward reason and good sense arc
slow and gradual. Henry, though sen-
sible of the great absurdity oftrial by duel
or baffle, did not venture to abolish it; j
he only admitted either of the parlies to j
challenge a trial by an assize, or jury of ;
twelve freeholders. This latter method 1
of trial seems to have been very ancient
in England, and was fixed bv the laws of
King Alfred; but the barbarous and vio-
lent genius of the ago had of late given
more credit to the trial by battle, which
had b< ¦conic the general method uf decid-
ing all important controversies.”

If Alfred did anything in relation to 1
the “jury" (a name by the way, which
hardly applies to the early German and
Saxon tribunal) he did not take away the
ordeal or trial by combat, rather than by *
evidence, which was an essential part of
the proceedings. It seems most reason-
able to infer that Henry II authorized an
appeal from the Saxon custom, with its
“ordeal,” to the Norman proceeding Ly 1
evidence. The subject, so far as popular
sources of information are considered, is!
involved in great obscurity. Hut whatever
else may be disputed, it is certain that the
jviry of to-day is very different from any- [
thing which Alfred founded, and far ad-*
v a need from the jury of Henry 11.
