Juocr Riciaro Busteep.—Articles of
impcachment against Judge Richard Bus-
teed are to be presented at an warly day
after the reassembling of Congress. So
far as can be learned there are ouly three
or four charges to be preferred.

First—That he is not and never has
been a citizen of Alabama, baving lived
on Staten Isiand and only going to Ala-
bama to hold court.
