Destricttox or Simucrscat Horse
i?r Fip.k.—Tiie total destruction by fire of
Snintncrsoat House, lae the residence of
S. J. Cosfigin, on Wednctdsy, the 11th
instant. Las calk-d forth a very general
expression of sorrow and of deep regret
that a calamity so sudden and grievous
should have befallen oar aged fellow-citi-
zen and his family.

How the fire originated, whether from
parlor matches accreted in crevices by
rats, or from sonic spark carried beneath
•he shingles by the storm of wind raging
on that day. will ever remain a subject
for conjecture and doubtful supposition.
A dense smoke issuing from beneath the
roof was first observed by a man of color
at work about the farm, who raised im-

mediate alarm, and within threw quarters
of an Lour thereafter the old homestead
wss a heap of ashes. There was little
time to save furniture or wearing apparel.
Some beds and blankets, a dozen parlor
chairs, the land papers, a few silver spoons
and pularcs were saved from the flame-*.
Everything else wont by the board.

Were the traditions and recollections
clustering around "old homesteads” even
partially chronicled aud preserved, they

would oftentimes afford materials for his-
torians and novelists. Summcrseat, in
common with other old houses and land-
marks, Lad its history and its memories.
It was built iu 1773 by Col. J. Reeder,
Inc great grandfather of Mr. Costigiu’s
wife, after whose death if passed into the

Such moth-
rs, fathers, etc.. m*y be reminded that
the teacher?! of public schools in Maryland
have no choic* iu the matter. They are

• the tonus of engagement, are required to

keep order in the school rooms. The pa-
