it is clear, that thq planters or cojjao- ¦
growers of tlte South support in wealth or
luxury at Ifast three classes of middle
men, whose set rices are not needed and
who iinno great fortunes from the pro-
ducts of our labor and capital. These <
three are known as brokers, commision
merchants, and owners of ootton-prouscs.
They add no value to our cotton, but de-
rive gret fortunes from it.,

If the planters would ship their cotton .
directly o the manufacturers, the men |
whoa it mast finally reach before any real
value is added to it* they wonld save the
bj illions of dollars which make the wealth
of those middle-men nod which is so much
needed now by the planters themselves..'

Hut planters cannot make arrangements
wirh the manufacturers ofsetton into cloth
¦o as to ship their crops directly to them,
for planters are a divided portion of socie-
ty. each one acting independently of all ,
the rest, and no individual of the whole
class preiucin? enough cotton to enpply
000 factory either witlf the required quan- 1
tity of lint or with the different qualities ¦
desired. Planters have no anion, and
hence they have no influence and no pow-
er. Hut Patrons of Husbandry may, if
th y choose, effect such an arrangement'
with manufacturer*. They form agricul-
turists into a society or association, an I
thus develop the strength and power which 1
exi-ts in that portion nf the eommnnitv
which i* tru'v the chief corner-atone ofso-

ciety, and ought to be at the head of tho
corner. - ¦ ¦** <-r

Suppose onr Orange shftoW incfCfcso'
nfttil two-thirds of the cotton-growers of
thft country arc members, wc will then
anhoally have about ten thousand hales of
cotton to bo disposed of by members of
this Grunge, including almost every qnal-
ity of cotton desired at a factory, from (bo
lowest ordinary to the best middling, and
could have fair cottonif desired. Having
tiits number of bales of different qualities
of lint, we could easily make arrangements
with some manufacturing company to re-
ceive our cotton directly from the firms,
and pay u the market value at the facto-
ry. And ifour little Grange is not of it-
self sufficient to effect such an arrange-
ment. we could unite with other Oranges
throughout the South niitß wc would rep-
resent two-thirds ofoff the cotton yrotrec*
in the Fnitcd Sfatcp. Hid surely wc could ;
find some little manufacturing company in
the world that would think the quantity
of cotton we.cou!tl then control an object
urorfhy ofnotice.

In this, again, wc discern “thebenefit”
of our Order. It colnbines the power of
individuals info association*; of small as-
sociations into immense combinations; with
very great power for reorganising and re-
establishing the agricultural interests of
the whole country, especially ofthe South.
•‘Combination# may achieve victories that
individuals cannot win.” They have
more means, more influenoe. more feve-
ry element of success, including also that
wisdom whleh exists in a multitude of
counsel. 'i

Having organized Granges throughout
the South as they have in the Middle and
Western States. ar.<| filled them with intel-
ligent planters and mol interested in ag-
ricultural pra-perity. we could, as was apt-
