seventy fathoms long, and less than tw

inebe* sqnaie in tbo m< sh.

for any person or persons, to empty their
seines upon tbe bench so as to leave tl e
smaller fish to perish, but to empty ti e
same in water of sufficient depth to ena-
ble such smaller fi*fa to return to tbe wa-
ter* for growth and maturation.

Fc* Section 2. Any person nr per-
sons violating the pruvian n* of this act,

party.
