Recently there have barn
brought kefsra the community several
ideas worthy of note ia them who strive
brthu very beat article, la regard la
training, it ia asserted that maeb better
fruit especially for eating raw—earn be
had from plants fastened to slant stakes,
than whan the plants am allowed to run
at willaver tha ground, or even when they
am fastened to also dag trailism. Heavy
stakes am reunited of course, as the great
weight of a plant ia fruit mnnot be borne
by Kgbt stakes.

la regard to traiaisg the plants, much
attention km been given to thinning the
branches, especially when grown on stakes,
and io shortening back soma of the
branches to within a few bads of where
tbe fruit is to set. Thom who bare fol-
lowed this practice judiciouslyreport good
results.

But the latest novelty in tomntoeulture
ia io the matter ef root pruning io order
to prodacs carbarns. In this matter some
¦arprising results have been achieved, ae-
cording to thorn who have given in their
exparieneo. While the plants are yoeng
they are transplanted several times, whieh,
of eourm, destroys soma of the roots, and
after they are pot out into their final rest-
ing plaeea. a spade is once io a while
throat down into tbe ground a foot or so
from tbe main stalk. In this, of course,
aiso and perhaps quality ia aaerificod to a
few week's earlineas; but many are will-
ing to pay this penalty for the mke of the
mrly dish. The principle hem ia maoh
the asms uia often dona to get mrly
grapes when n ring of bark is taken off.
The sapfly of food being cheeked the re-
mit is early fruit, hut with slightly im-
paired flavor.

Them am the leading suggestions that
kavs boon made io improved tomato sol-
ium, during tbe past few years not
great improvements, H is trne. hot still
net without value. —Oermmotomm Tele-
gmpk.

Tnn Atmospherb.— It surrounds ns oo
all aides, yet we see it not; it presses on
ua with e load of fifteen pounds to every
square inch of anrfaee of our bodies, or
from seventy to one hundred lona on ua
in all. yet we do not as moeh as feel its
weight. Softer than the softest down—-
more impalpable Ibaa tbe finest gossamer
—it leaves the eobwebs undisturbed, and
seareely stirs the lightest flower that feeds
on the dew it supplies; yet it beam the
fleets of nations on ita wings around tbe
world, nod crushes the meal refractory
substance beneath ita weight. When io
motion its force ia sufficient to level the
moat stately forests to tbe earth—to mice
the waters of the oeeao into ridges like
mountains, and dash the strongest ships
to pieces like toys.
