Another,
our second grade teachers receive as
much for their services as our first.—
Again, our schools are said to be elee-
mosynary because they are mixed up
with politics.

Take away the appropriation to St.
John’s College, now amounting annual-
lyto 515,000. (to say nothing of dona-
tions to other schools and colleges
throughout the State) and distribute it
to the public schools in the several
counties, the people would derive far
more benefit from it. As it is they de-
rive no benefit whatever from them,
save and except a few free scholarshi|ts,
which are in almost every case abused,
being conferred upon the childreu of the
opulent and shrewd. Instead of stim-
ulating. as intended, the honorable am-
bition of the poor students, they liave a
contrary effect. Let, therefore, these
Institutions stand upon their own indi-
vidual merit and they willbe the firmer.

Now, let our County School Commis-
sioners pay each teacher according to

his or her qualification and we willsoon
have more competent men in this pro-
fession—a competent man may be a
teacher, but an incompetent one. never !

Politics, which have ever retarded the
onward progress of our people from
time immemorial, have imp<sed on the
public incompetent, inexperienced and
even immoral teachers--have caused
§IOO,OOO to be appropriated towards ed-
ucating negro children. lam in favor
of the negroes being educated, but think
it behooves us to educate the children
of our own race thoroughly before those
of another.

Mr. Editor, in conclusion. may I ask
that parents, guardians, teacher* and
school officers willever he faithful to
their trusts, and by their united efforts
—profiting by some of the above hints
—impress upon the minds ofour youths
the principles of virtue, truth, religion
aud an imperishable fondness for study.
