The specific allegation, the truth of
which you have denied, is that in Feb.
1861, at Stevenson, Alabama, I said,
“We will carry the war where it is easy
to advance, where food 4or the sword
and torch awaits our armies in the
densely populated cities.” This the
writer interprets to mean a general con-
flagration and indiscriminate slaughter.
I bave no recollection of ever having
made a speech at Stevenson, and have
examined a file of newspapers of that
day containing such matter, but could
not find any reference to a speech made
by me at Stevenson. At the time men-
tioned, I was going from my home in
Mississippi to Montgomery, Ala., in
consequence of mnotice received that I
had been chosen by the Congress to be
the President of tne Provisional Gov-
ernment of the Confederate, States.—
At many railroad stations on the route,
the people assembled to manifcst their
! goo({ will, and I often went out an the
| platform of the car to make due ac-
Enowledgomcnt!. Stevenson was one

at other places, have returned thanks;
but neither there or elsewhere, neither
then or at any other time, coald I have
used the language attributed to me, or
any language that could be fairly con-
strued to bave such meaning. Though
I may not claim to remember what I
said on those occasions, I do know what
were my thoughts and wishes, and
thercfore can be positive as to not hav-
ing said what I never thought or con-
templated.
