and imbecile body that ever assembled
in tbe Capitol.” We doubt whether
any “impartial” man admits this charge
and we are confident that no man, im-

partial or otherwise, cAn prove it.
Though the Force Billhas passed the

Lower House of Congress, it is still re-

garded as doubtful whether it will be

reached by the Senate and acted upon
before adjournment. The Civil Eights
Bill, however, has passed the Senate as
it came from tbe House, jury feature

and all, and only awaits tbe signature
of the President to become a law.—
Grant will, of course, sign it without a

moment’s hesitation. Believing, as we

have long done, that things have to be
worse before they can lie better, we

Lave doubted from the beginning the
wisdom of our party congressional lead-

ers in obstructing by parliamentary ex-
pedients the passage of tbe revolution-
ary measures inaugurated by Grant and

fostered by the present Congress. Un-
der this view of the case, it is to be re-
gretted, that the Bill in question is not

quite worth tbe white paper it is writ-

ten on. It is not even of “doubtful le-
gality” but a gross and palpable viola-
tion of the Constitution, and it is un-

questionable that it willbe so construed
by tbe Courts. At least, this is the
judgment of the ablest lawyers in tbe
Senate. We shall content ourselves
with quoting theopinionsofMr.Carpen-
ter, incomparably tbe first legal mind
on the Republican side of tbe Senate.
“All of the provisions of this bill srein
conflict with the Constitution of tbe Uni-
ted States as expounded by the Supreme
Court. It may be said that those de-
cisions are incorrect. If this were con-
ceded, still it must K*admitted that the
decisions exist, and that they prescribe
for the Judicial Department of tbe
Government a rule that must be applied
to this bill, and under which tbe courts

must hold it iuvalid and void. And of
w hat advantage can it be to tbe color-
ed citizen to declare that he may bring
a suit in which it is certain he cannot
recover; a suit which must be attended
with vexation and expense, and result
in defeat and disappointment.” And
again : “Tbe colored citizen is author-
ized to bring a suit in which everybody
knows he cannot recover. Tbe Su-
preme Court of the United States, in
two well-considered decisions, have
settled principles upon which the valid-
ity of this bill must to denied; and ev-
ery Circuit Court in which a suit mav
to commenced under its provisions will
to compelled, in proper judicial subor-
dination, to rule against a recovery.—
Its only effect, therefore, will be to in-
volve the colored man in litigation in
which he is certain to to defeated, keep-
ing the promise to his ear and breaking
it to his hope.”
