The general desire expressed to

see iu print the proceedings and evidence
in the arson rase, recently decided in
our Circuit Court, has induced us to

make them public, to the exclusion of
our usual editorial comment and seve-

ral original contributions, which will
hereafter be attended to, among others,
a pointed and trenchant letter from
"Rus in Vrh our Baltimore contribu-
tor, on ••King” influences in the demo-
cratic party of this State and cognate
matters. We had reported the argu-
ments of counsel in this case, bfit our

limited space precluding their admis-
sion into our present issue, their publi-
cation has leeu withheld until our next

]>aper. In this connection, we may

state, that the jury in this case was out
for a day and night, but came into
Court late Saturday evening last with a
verdict of “guilty," accompanying the
announcement, however, with an earn-

est recommendation for mercy. The
prisoner was arraigned for sentence on

the Monday following, and His Honor,
Judge Ford, after a touching reference
to the youth of the accused* and the

blameless character be had shown up
to Lis implication in the offence for
which he had been convicted, adjudged
him to le sentenced to the Penitentiary
for the term of two years, the smallest

]>enalty wbi*h the law admitted of.

The Ijegis- j
lature certainly was very charitable to- |
wards Baltimore and Eastern Shore,
but seemed to forget th..t St. Marv’s
had any one living at this time w ho pos-
sessed wants of any kind, or might like
to avail themselves of the great oyster
advantages arisiug from the valuable :
l*eds in the waters of our countv. It!
would be advisable for our legislators to I
consider the wants of their constituents :
and let other sections be thoughtofand
oared for by tbeir representatives. “A
man who does not provide for his own
household is worse than an infidel.” i
They should have considered that Bal-
timore alone could with her floating
population monopolize the oyster trade, j
ami thereby prove a serious injury to ,
our own citizens. Before the last" law
was passed, when a Northern vessel 1
moored her anchor in our harbors, we
did expect to have the amount of cosh |
it took to load her put iu circulation
ininudiately. But how is it now?—
The dredging vessels from other parts
of the State, with immense drags or
dredges, cr.n catch as many oysters iu
one hour as a tongsman can catch in a
day. and with thirty or forty such vessels
the tongsmen can only come in fora
small part. Ihe vsscl is loaded, and
instead of having a large amount of
cash to be divided between the eitiz<ws
of St. Man's, it is carried of by non-
residents to Baltimore and other sec-
tions. to support and enrich those re -

gens whose claims are as remote as
tiiey well could be. Now. sir. whilst
1 am op] csvd to ail shades of monopoly,
1 think it much better that no dredg-
ing should be allowed in the Potomac
river, unless we can confine them to
water too dcp for ton ging. Certain
Points have been cXCt j ted in the Ches-
apeake Bay, and why not prevent them
from ruining, by over dredging, our
valuable beds iu the Potomac?

This is a serious matter, and should be
we'l considered.

By proper legislation our citizens can
y* t h ive their injuries redressed. But
f you send m:nv more “oystermaa’s

an-l iitvs” w of St. Miry's will act

be able to catch a bushel for table use.
Beautiful law, so full of reason aud jus-
tice, a land-owner can not have any
where on the Potomac 10 square feet
of natural oyster bed, but or any
number of outsiders or persons out of
our county can scrape, drag or ditch
our natural oyster bars, within speak-
ing distance ofa land-owner, and
molestation. / feel like giving three
cheer s for owr last legislature.

Now, Mr Editor,if we manage prop-
erly onr oyster beds, so rich in gold,
our public schools will not from ne-
cessity be closed. Prosperity and con-
tent will triumph over poverty, the
mother of general dissatisfaction.

GRAVES’ TRIAL.

State vs. James T. Graves. Trial in
Circuit Court for St. Mary’s County,
for the burning of the Louse of Wm.
Burch on the night of 3rd January,
1572. His Honor, Judge Ford, pre-
siding. J. Parran Crane for State.—
Combs A Downs and Blakistone A Mor-
gan for defence.

April Ist, 1875. Prisoner was ar-
raigned and j*lead not guilty. Motion
made by defence to swear the jurors on
their voir dire. The Court then pro-
ceeded to empannel the jury, with the
following result: Albert Burch was
first called, and in answer to the ques-
tion of the Court, said that be had
formed or expressed no opinion in re-
gard to the guilt or innocence of the
prisoner. Challenged by defence. Jno.
V. Camalicr bad formed or expressed
no opinion and was sworn as first ju-
ror. Barrilla Jones sworn as second
juror. Z. Mattingler challenged by
defence. Chas. E. Gough sworn as
third juror. Geo. W. Morgan sworn
as fourth juror. Giles F. Dyer sworn
as fifth juror. James F. Abell chal-
lenged by defence. T, L. Harrison
challenged by State. J. Chew Burch
sworn as sixth juror. J. Felix Morgan
sworn as 7th juror. J. D. Thompson
challenged for cause. A. M. Graves
challenged by defence. J. S. Joy chal-
lenged by defence. J. S. Fenwick sworn
as eighth juror. Jno. T. Stoddert sworn
as nlfith juror. Geo. W. Smoot sworn
as tenth juror. M. D. Abell challenged
for cause.

The jnr\ were then charged by the
Clerk and the State’s Attorney made
the opening statement for the State.

M-nj if jI as- the Court ami tienllt men

of the •fury I approach the trial of the
case now before you with feelings of

diffidence and deep regret diffidence as
to my ability to discharge to the full
extent, and no further, that duty which
I owe to the State of Maryland and to !
this community—regret, not only that
my efforts to-day are to be directed
against one in the first blush of man-
hood, the pride it may It*of a widowed
mother’s heart, surrounded by friends
and relatives among the most respecta-
ble of the county, himself, until this
unfortunate occurrence, full of hope, of
life and bright anticipations for the fu-
ture. but because this trial willopen up
and expose to the full glare of the world
affairs and events in the history of pri-
vate famuus, which belong only to the
domestic circle. And iu this connection,
with the view of showing the motive for
commissiouof the crime with which the
prisoner at the bar is charged, it will
be my unpleasant duty to place before
you the image of a beautiful and lovely i
girl, the innocent cause, jvrhaps. of all
this trouble—for whose love the accus-
ed and young Burch, for whose use the
house mentioned in the indictment was
built, were rivals, but who now sleeps
the sleep of death, cut off it may be by
the very act which brings this young
man to answer at the bar of bis coun-
try. lam here to represent the State;
to see that as far as iu me lies the laws
of the Slate are vindicated, while, at the
same time, the rights of every person
charged wit h t heir violat ionan* protected
I shall endeavor, therefore, to perform
that duty as well with fairness to the pris-
oner as w ith fidelity to the community and

j State, which you and I alike represent. In
the opening of this cause I shall con-
fine myself to as plain and simple a state-
ment of the evidence which we expect
to by before you as will facilitate your
inquiries and indicate to vou the grounds
uj-on which the brand Jury, acting un-
der the same sanctions which have now

j been imposed upon you. have made their
presentment against this prisoner. I
will now for your convenience, gentle-
men, state, in the order in which they
occurred, the facts which make up the
links in the cLaiisof circumstances that
point conehuively to the prisoner as the
1 arty guilty of the crime with which he
is charged.

After an aide recapitulation by the
State’s Attorney of the facts iu the case
and the circumstances connected there-
with. the followmg witnesses were called
upon the jwrtof the State :

Charles Kaufman, sworn. Was at the
bouse of Wm. Burch on the night of 3rd
Jan 1572. saw the bouse on fin*, went
to the fire. Louse was net then consum-
ed. house seemed to have been fired bv
pouring coal oil on it, saw the streaks
of fire as if following the oil, house was
completely destroyed. Gross-examined.
Doesn’t know whether it was coal oil
or not, smelt like coal oil.

Ferdinand Burch, sworn. Is a son of
Wm. Burch, was not at home on the

night of the Svd of January, got hone
on the morning of the 4th of January
about 4 o’clock, vent to sleep when he
was awakened by his father who told
him that bis Brother’s bouse was on
fire, vent to the fire, was the first ooe
there, ssv no one about the building,
mv the tracks of one horse, Ain’tno- ,
tire about the coal oil, was thinking
about the fire, building was on fire on
the roof and at each gable end when be
got there, noticed the horse’s track par-
ticularly, measured it, it was a small
clean track, shod before and not behind,
tracked the horse to Peter’s Ditch,
through Charlotte Hall, then to Chap-
tico, then through the farm of Aqtnlk
Burroughs, and then to the home of
prisoner, gave up the search then, went
then to St. Clement’s Bay,tbentoThos.
P. G uy’s, and then to Tippetts, a Jus-
tice of the Peace, to procure a writ for
the arrest of prisoner, saw the same
track upon the premises of Thos. P.
Guy, rcry pleasant weather, rained all
night the night of 3rd of January, could
easily track a horse. Cross-crammed
by Defence. Rained offand on allnight,
roads were very muddy, took the pub-
lic road in tracking prisoner, the road
from Charlotte Hidl to Peter’s Ditch is
a public road, met on that road one car-
riage, road much traveled at times, got
to Peter’s Ditch about 10 o’clock in the
morning, stopped there 10 or 15 min-
utes, doesn’t know the distance between
Peter’a Ditch and Chaptico, took the
public road, it is not uncommon to see
a horse fiith small feet, and one shod
before aud not behind, didn’t examine
the horse's feet, asked the brother of
prisoner where the horse was, his broth-
er said be had gone to the Head of the
Bar, can identify bis own horse’s track,
got to Tom Guy’s about sundown on
the evening of the 4th of January,
measured the track there again, meas-
ured with a stick across and length-
ways, peculiar track newly shod, is con-
fident that the track he saw at Guy’s
was the same as at the burnt building,
was riding iu pursuit at a fast gait, in
a gallop, there are numerous roads run-
ning into the road traveled by him, no-
ticed these cross-roads veryparticularly.

Philip Love, jr., sworn. Was clerk
for E. S. Halley on 3rd January, 1872,
prisoner bought from him on that even-
ing a pint of coal oil and some matches,
borrowed bottle and put the oil in it,
had his horse fed, prisoner said he was
going to Peter’s Ditch that night to a
frolic, prisoner returned the bottle the
next morning, seemed to be drinking,
was drowsy and hud nothing to say,got
there about 8 or 9 o’clock iu the morn-
ing, didn’t api*car to be mm4i excited
on the evening of the 3rd of January,
or didn’t seem to be troubled about any-
thing, had been drinking a great deal.

J. J. Gough, sworn. Prisoner jasset!
through Chaptico on the evening of the
3rd of January, l*ougbt a pint of whis-
key from witness, said ho was going to
Bryantowu to see a Mr. Moran on busi-
ness and would probably go to Wash-
ington, wanted to know if there were
any accommodations in Charlotte Hall,
saw him again the next morning as he
returned, was under the influence of li-
quor, doesn’t know which way he went
on leaving Chaptico ou the evening of
the 3rd of January.

Robt. Catlett sworn. Was clerk for
Ballenger & Neal at Mechaniosville on
the 3rd of January, 1872, was aroused
late in the night on the 3rd of January by a
man whom he had never seen before
who bought from him a pint of coal
oil and two boxes of matches, said he
was going to Washington and wanted
the coal oil and matches to build a fire
to warm himself, the man gave witness
the bottle to put the coal oil in, when
he left took some waste pa|*er with him,
thinks the prisoner at the bar from his
general appearance is the man he saw
on that night and who bought the coal
oil and matches. Cross-examined by
defence. Can’t swear positively to the
identity, the man wore dark clothes on
that occasion and a dark hat and bad
a dark moustache.

Aquilla Burroughs sworn. Prisoner
passed through witness’s farm on the
morning of the 4th of Jauuary about ]
8 or 9 o'clock, coming from the direc-
tion of Chaptico, rode a small horse,
knows prisoner /cry well, has always
borne a good character.

John A. Bussell sworn. Prisoner
borrowed witness’s overcoat on the 3rd
of January, returned it to him the next
day, it smelt then of coal oil, was a
light coat, has known prisoner from
childhood, be is industrious and hard-
working and has always borne a most
exemplary character, never thought he
would do any one an injury.

Fnders La thro m, sworn. Had some
conversation with prisoner about the
Ist January in regard to Burch’s house,
stayed at the house of Wm. Burch on
the night of the 3rd of January, 1872,
was at the building when burnt, accom-
panied Ferdinand Burch and Janies
Ward in the pursuit, there were many
other tracks besides the one spoken of,
couldn’t identify the horses track and
often bad trouble in finding it, doesn’t
think a horse could be tracked twen-

tv miles. Cross-examined by defence.
Has known prisoner well 8 or 10 years,
his character has been as good as any
one’s, saw prisoner two or three weeks
before the burning of the bouse, prisoner
always wore light clothes, didn’t think
it was unusual or strange for the pris-
oner to ask about Burch’s house, pris-
oner was very deeply in love with Miss
Estelle Guy and was deeply affected by
the opposition of her {areata, bis hab-
its changed very much, he became
gloomy, j-articularly so about this time,
prisoner told witness that he thought
Miss Guy loved him, witness thought
so too, when the prisoner found out
that she was going to marry Burch he

I became very much changed, it was re-

ported in the neighborhood several
times that Mis Guy was going to

marry Burch, but the marriage was

put off from time to time, it was the
impression iu the* neighborhood that
Miss Guv was going to marry Burch
when she' loved prisoner because her
parents wished hr, saw prisoner on
the evening of the 4th of January
when prisoner asked him where be had
been, witness told him. prisoner asked
him if there was any news, witness told
him there was none when prisoner
said there must be some.

James F. Ward, sworn. Witnessed

James Burch, sworn, wss present at

the sale of the personal property of
Stephen Hoyden, deceased, near Leon-
ardtown, on the 3rd of January, 1872,
the house burnt wss built by his fath-
er and was indended for him, was to
have been married in about three weeks
to Miss Estelle Guy, was engaged to
be married to her aud had been for
sometime, prisoner was at the sale,
witness bought a bed and some cover-
ing at the sale, prisoner was standing
near him, beard some one at the sale say
to prisoner, that he might os well bang
up his fiddle now as he, the witnees,
had the girl, saw the tracks of a horse
at Guy’s and at the buret building,
thought they were the same, prisoner
had been to Guy's on the evening of
the 3rd January, 1872, was coming out

as witness went iu to Guv’s, witness staid
all night at the house of Tbos. P. Guy.

J. J. Gough, recalled. Thinks that
prisoner wore dark clothes on the 3rd
January, is not positive, passed his store

in Chaptieo after 8 o’clock ou morning
of the 4th of January, 1872, oppressed
some surprise at his returning so soon,
prisoner told him that he had arranged
his business wi h Moran and it was
not necessary for him to go to Wash-
ington. The State here closed its tes-
timony.

Testimony for Defence. —Philip Love. !
Jr., recalled. Prisoner borrowed Run- I
sell's coat on the evening he bought the |
coal oil, put the oil iu the coat pocket 1
and wore the coat away, coat was of a ,
light grey color, doseu’t remember
about the other clothing of prisoner.

J. J. Alvey, sworn. Was seat for to !
the house of prisoner’s father on the |
4th of Jauvpry, 1872, to consult about j
prisoner’s going away, prisoner objee- !
ted to going away, and only went away !
at the earnest solicitation of his father, !
his father had other reasons for want- !
ing him to go away, it was entirely
through his father’s persuasion that
prisoner did go away, never know pris-
oner to wear dark clothes iu his life, '
prisoner always bore an excellent char-
acter, was industrious and wcll-dispos-
ed, it was the common rumor that pris-
oner was deeply in love with Miss Es-
telle Guy, was depressed on account of i
the preference shown by her parents in 1
favor of Burch, saw prisoner at Hay- !
den’s sale, met him in the passage, he ;
seemed troubled at that time about!
something, his conduct was strange, his I
manner was exceedingly at range and un-
usual, witness’ wife is cousin to prison-
er, prisoner bad been drinking since the
Fall before, bad noticed something
strange in bis conduct before Christmas,
often saw prisoner and Miss Guy in
company, they seemed to be lovers, it
was the rumor inthe neighborhood that
her parents were opposed to her marrying
prisoner, it was to this cause that wit-
ness attributed the strange conduct of
prisoner. Miss Estelle Guy is now dead.

Miss Rachel Guy, sworn. Lived with
John C. Quy on the 3rd of January,
1872, knew prisoner very well, liveJ once

in the same family, be was always a
good and industrious young man, knew
of the attachment between prisoner and
Miss Guy, prisoner was very fond of
Miss Guy, she of him, it was generally
thought iu the neighborhood Miss
Guy’s parent* favored the suit of an-
other gentleman, had known Miss Guy
for a long time, didn’t know that she
was going to marry Burch, saw Miss
Guy aud Burch in company, she didn’t
setin to favor him particularly.

John C. Guy, sworn. Prisoner lived
with him during the year 1871, was of
a peaceable and quiet disposition, pris-
oner would suffer before be would re-

sent an injury, ha* seen him imj>osed
u|n, prisoner and Miss Guy often met

at bis house, they treated each other
verv intimately, and in such away as

to iaake him think they were lovers,
her conduct towards prisoner was such
as if she loved him. Miss Guy and pris-
oner often met at his house as ifby ap-
[tointment, prisoner was forbidden to

visit the house of Thos, P. Guv, thinks
prisoner was entirely changed in mind
after lovingMin Guy, was a different
man, his mind was deranged, often saw

Min Guy in company with other gen-
tlemen, treated allgentlemen withkind-
ness, she was an amiable young lady,
the change in prisoner’s mind had been
for some time on account of his love and

the opposition, knew of no cause forthe
opposition, Min Guy was taken sick
soon after the burning of the house aud
lingered and died, doesn t know about
her keening prisoner’s picture under her
pillow during her last sickness.

Zacb. Lath rum, sworn. Lives adjoin-

I ing the farm of Thomas P. Guy. Miss
f Guv and prisoner often met at his house,
thev seemed to be very much devoted
to each other, it was a common rumor
that her paren|s were opposed to her
marrying prisoner, prisoner and Miss
Guv were on very intimate terms, they
met st bis frown three days before the

burning of the house, prisoner armed
to be in great trouble, mi known pris-
oner vwy wellfrom a boy, bit charac-
ter is er jgood, adrued prisoner to left
the young lady drop, was on intimate
terms with prisoner mid Miss Guy, saw
such a change in prisoner as to remark
to his wife that he would not bo sur-
prised if be eommittdd suicide.

Mis* Rachel Gay, recalled. Miss Ony
showed witness a picture of prisoner
which she had received in a letter after
he had left the county.

Frank Wat hen, swum. Knows pris-
oner well. Bred near where prisoner did
live, prisoner usually wore light clothes,
neve* saw him wear dark clothes, it was
rumored that prisoner was deeply in
love with Miss Estelle Ony, has seen
them in company, from their conduct
and manner thought they loved each
other, prisoner was always* considered a
peaceable and quiet young man, met
prisoner on several occasions before the
the 3rd January, 1872, there was a
marked change in him. Miss Guy was
very amiable and pleasant to every one,
she was twenty-five when she died, pris-
oner was attentive to Miss Guy for sev-
eral years. Cross-examined by State.
Was once pleased withMiss Guy himself.

Wm. 11. Wible, sworn. Is a black-
smith, doesn't think any one could
identify a horse by the (rack of his
shoe, once followed another horse's
track for his own over three miles, af-
ter having shod both himself, couldn’t
track a horse by his shoe on a public
thoroughfare.

L. Ford Graves, sworn. Is a brother
of prisoner, the shoes on his brother's
horse were old shoes, had worn them
all the Winter before, they were token
off in the Spring of 1871 and put back
in November following, lived with pris-
oner, prisoner came home on 4th Janu-
ary, 1872, brought a pint of coal oil
with him in a black bottle, prisoner
poured the oil into a lamp and carried
the bottle home to Mr. Halley, prisoner
wore on that day a light suitof clothes,
never wore a dark suit uutil now, pris-
oner had no dark clothes belonging to
him, prisoner’s horse was a small horse.
Cross-examined by State. Prisoner was
not at home on the night of 3rd Janu-
ary, 1872, the bottle was a long black
bottle holding about a pint, the coal oil
at prisoner's house was out, it was cus-
