Five consecutive failures of
crops, with the present and the worst
now imminent, is enough to make ordi-
nary people curse and quit, but our people
arc not ordinary, and are, therefore,still
striking, and Loping for Letter days.

SCHOOL MATTERS.

Mr. Editor:—The meetings of the
’Teachers* Association** (Central Di-
vision) is not so well attended now as
when that organization was firstformed.
With the increasing interest felt in the
subject of education in this county, this
falling offmay, at first sight, seem some-

what inexplicable. But several causes
have conspired to produce it—some
more, some lees, and not the least ofthese,
Ithink,isthe reduction in the salaries of
the second grade teachers. Soon after the
formation of the Teachers’ Association,
aad at a time when they were exhibit-
lag modi seal aad interest ia the cause
of education, by attending the inatrne-
tory meetings aad making earnest ef-
forts to leader themselves more effi-
cient in the art of teaching, which ef-
forts involved both time and expense,
the salaries, which were already low
enough, were reduced five dollars per
term or quarter,'and this at a time
when the school fund was believed to be
in an improving condition. Under tbe
present law the amount paid in tbe
county for licenses eo catch oysters
with tongs is to be paid into the school
fund of tne county, which is a consid-
erable cash item—about SI,OO0 —be-
sides, about ten of the schools were
closed by order of the Board at the
beginning of the present scholastic
year, which also augmented the school
fund. This action of the Board in re-
ducing the salaries of the teachers at
such a time seems but a small appreci-
ation of the efforts they were making
to improve tbemsdves, and I think
might very well be supposed to place a
damper upon the ardor of tbeir efforts.
It is true the salaries of first grade
teachers were raised to S9O per term,
and it was stated in defence of this ac-
tion of the Board that the reduction of
salary for the second grade and in-
crease of the first was intended as an
incentive to induce teachers to qualify
themselves for a first grade certificate.
But this is like ordering a general to
take a strongly fortified position and
at the same time depriving him of an
essential portion of bis forces; for while
the Board held out the inducement,
they at the same time, by reducing tbe
salary, in a measure deprived the teach-
ers of the means of accomplishing the
object proposed. Soon after tbe pas-
sage of tbe order by the Board redu-
cing the salaries, the Central Division
Teachers’ Association apj>ointed a Com-
mittee to wait on their Honors and re-
quest that tbe order be rescinded. They
were respectfully received, but the Board
declined accceding to their request, giv-
ing as a reason an insufficiency of funds,
hut stated that if tbe funds should
hereafter justify it, they would not only
raise the salaries to what they were ori-
ginally, hut even make more, and re-
fund the deductions already made.—
The B*ard also expressed the hope that
it would not be long before most of the
teachers would be teaching under a first
grade certificate. This would seem to
be a fair rejoinder, but if the Board can
now pay but S7O a term, bow willthey
he able to pay S9O per term when most
of the teachers are teaching under a
first grade certificate, instead of one as
at present P Bui whatever plausibility
there may be in the reason given for
the reduction of the salaries of teach-
ers with regard to tbe white schools on
account of an insufficiency of funds, in
view of the provision made by the last
Legislature tbe same reason does not
apply with equal force to the colored.
At the time when tbe State appropria-
tion for those schools was $50,000 per
year, tbe teachers holding certificates
received $75 per term, and tbe money
was on hand to pay them at its expira-
tion. Tbe last Legislature doubled this
appropriation, making it SIOO,OOO per
year, and now that the Board receives
twice as much from tbe State for col-
ored school purposes as formerly, with
the same number of schools in opera-
tion (12) they pay the teachers but S7O

Cr term, yet no new school houses
ve been built that I have beard of,

nor any repairs been made. In fact, I
know of one instance inwhich the Board,
refused to grant an appropriation for
repairs when they were much needed,
and the petition was made through the
proper chancel. I disclaim any inten-
tion to cast reflection on the Board or
intimate that they are not acting hon-
estly with the funds at their disposal.
1 only state a few facts. Their Honors
may nave some wise purpose to sub-
serve with any surplus they may have
on hand—t-erhaps the building of a
high school or the creation of a sinking
fund to meet prospective contingencies
—though I would suppose that any ap-
propriation made for a certain period or
year was intended to be expended within
that period. The Board being but the
executive officers of the school interests
are not responsible for provisions made
by the Legislature for white or colored
schools, whereby fuuds are placed in
tbeir hands sufficient to make the sala-
ry of one more than that of the other.

Mr. Editor, some feeling having been
elicited in consequence of the closnre of
so many of our public schools. I deem
it not out of place to quote the provis-
ion of law under which those schools
were closed. I quote from chap. 7, sec.
5, as follows: —“And whenever the av-
erage attendance in anv school for any
two consecutive terms is leas than ten
pupils, then tbe said school may be
closed by the Board of County School
Commissioners, provided, that the Board
of District School Trustees may keep
the school open in part at the expense
of tbe District, and shall receive their
proportion of tbe school fund lor said
school, rating a full school at twenty
scholars." The Board has decided a
school of twenty scholars to mean an
average daily attendance of twenty, so
that n a Isa char cions of these schools

Ifthe contingency had arisen for doa-
ing the schools tor a time in conse-
quence of an insufficiency if funds,
would it act have seemed mors just to
have elssed all ths schools for one quar-
ter, thus treating all alike f This might
have been done without forfeiting any
of tbe installments coming to the coun-
ter from the State. See chap. 19, sec.
6of School law. Of course the people
residing in the districts where those
dosed schools are located pay their pro-
portion of the school tax, whilethey ore
at the maw tiasa debarred an equal
privilege of participating ia itsbenefits,
and this looks Kks “taxation without
representation.**

She bas selected a ta-
ble in her chateau upon which she de-
posits her billets and which are taken
at a fixed hour.

The idea
that any man could elect himself Pres-
ident, or even to renominate himself,
is preposterous. It is a reflection upon
tbe intelligence and patriotism of the
people to suppose such a thing possi-
ble. Any man can destroy his chances
for the office, but no one can force an

election, or even a nomination.
To recapitulate : lam not, nor have

Iever been, a candidate for a renom-
ination. I would not except a nomina-
tion if itwere tendered, unless it should
come under such circumstances as to
make it an imperative dntv, circum-
stances not likely to arise. I congrat-
ulate the Convention over which yon
presided for the harmony which pre-
vailed, and for the excellent ticket put
in the field, and which 1 hope may be
triumphantly elected. With great res-
