E. Carpenter, Henry I. Carroll and Jo-
seph F. Morgan were the choice of the
Convention to represent the democratic
constituency of St. Mary’s county in
the State Convention of the party.

Subsequently. J. J. Allstan, Geo. W.
Morgan and James H. Alvey were elec-
ted by a rim vocc vote alternates to at-
tend the State Convention.

IN ithout the transaction of further
business, the Convention then adjourn-
ed.

(Correspondence of the Beacon.)

ARLINGTON.

Dear Beacon ;—Having failed to
make a connection with a boat bound
for Great Falls, where Ihad anticipated
spending a pleasant day, I thought, oa
I stood disappointed on Georgetown
Heights and saw old Arlington in the
the distance, that I could not more pro-
fitably employ the hours, or better car-
ry out my original design of having a
ramble, than by visiting at once the
home of Leo and the shrine of our
dead.

As it is possible that some of your
readers may not be perfectly familiar
with ita present condition, Iirillbriefly
notice (if vou willbe kind enough ta'af-
low an old' friend a little space) what
seemed among tbe more prominent ob-
jects of interest.

Crossing Acqaedact Bridge at George-
town, and taking tbe old .Alexandria
rood for a half mile or so, vou enter the
estate, and the “SilentCityAlies stretch-
ed out before yon. This is but' a com-
paratively small part of the cemetery
and is allotted principally, I was in-
formed, to negro soldiers. Glancing at
the white head-boards that mark tbe
last resting place of these African pa-
triots, I was somewhat struck with the
peculiarity of a few of their names—-
“Lizzie Smith,” “MaryJones” and such
for example. Mentally revolving tbe
subject, I was finally forced to the con-
clusion that our late struggle was not
without its Moll Pitchers of African
descent, and having accepted this as a
satisfactory solution, I turned to tbe as-
cent of the Heights which commences
here.

Passing through this part of the
cemetery.the road winds beautifully
through a forest of gigantic oaks to tbe
rear of the house, which is so complete-
ly embowered by these sublime children
of nature as to be entirely concealed,
and to which we have been partly guid-
ed by the “Stars and Strij<es,” which
float to tbe breeze far above the tree
tops, forcibly reminding one that he is
treading upon soil sacred to the memo-
ry of our fallen soldiers. From this
approach the ascent is gradual, and one
is not aware of the great elevation at-
tained till he stands on “Arlington
Heights," and looking Eastward indul-
ges in a bird’s eye view of country
around—blending Nature and Art—ta-
king in at one glance Washington,
Georgetown, the fair Potomac, minia-
tured above the former city into a mere
stream, flowing peacefully at his feet, un-
disturbed save hereaud there by the white
sails of some pleasure craft, with its
noisy, merry crew, or by some steamer
lazily plowing its way over the silvery
surface; the beauties of the country for
miles and miles around, all combined,
presenting a picture amply rewarding
the traveler for his jaunt of an hour
under the heat of a Summer sun. Al-
beit, so thonght las I stood on the
brow of the Heights and gazed upon
the scene below me.

The hill sKq.es in a beautiful lawn,
with many a gentle swell and fall
of hill and dale among-its clustering
groves of cedar and oak, which, iu tbe
distance from the summit, seem like
small undergrowth.

Standing a little back from the hill
top is the mansion, an aristocratic look-
ing old structure of brown stone or
brick, with an imposing piazza extend-
ing the length of the house and sup-
ported by massive pillars. The walls
and floors are bare with the exception
of the old dining-room, now used as an
office by the Superintendent, which is
hung with inscriptions appropriate to
its present use.

Around the house and along the nice-
ly-kept walks are beautiful flowers and
rare plants, placed there in the main by
the Government since its occupancy;
tbe planning and general arrangement
of the flower garden is the same as when
left by its former possessors, and reflects
much credit on their taste. Back of the
house and Westward of it, is the wood
before alluded to, the face of which is
broken by deep and precipitous ravines,
contrasting wildly with the gentler scen-
ery of the other side. Through this
you pass in going to the cemetery pro-
per, which is situated a short distance
in the rear of the house. Spread out
over acres and acres, extends this last
biviouac, and rising iu soldier-like ar-
ray are tbe modest monuments that
mark the place where the fallen repose,
awaiting another bugler's call to awake
them from their slumber to give ac-
count of battles fought on other fields,
and. let ns hope, of victories won.

The boards generally bear the name,
date of death, command, Ac., but
on some, and not a few. the sad
“unknown” tells the tale of many a
lonely-death scene, with none to receive
tbe heart's last message or to whisper
sweet words of consolation and bo|>e
and bid “God speed” to the soul on its
flight to great eternity.

J ho cemetery is laid out with precis-
ion. in rows separted by walks. Tbe bod-
ies of a few Southern soldiers* are still
here, the majority having been removed
either to private burying grounds or to
similar resting places South. These
are marked like the others, with the
exception of “Rebel” (a bash word that
might, methinks. in peaceful times well
be obliterated from monuments erected
in honor of cur dead) distinguishes
them from graves of Federal*.

Near the centre are two antiquated
looking tombs; and. on approaching,
1 read from them the following:—
“ George Washington Parke Custis,
bora April3otb, 1781. died Oct. 10th.
1858.” “Marv L. Custis, born April
22, 1788, died'April. 23. 1853.” These
are. if I recollect aright, the parents of
Mrs. Lee, the former Laving been an
adopted child of Geo. Washington and
grandson of his wife. Just in tbe wood,
a few paces from the graves, is a ros-
trum and inclosure, for speaker and au-
dience on Decoration Day. Near this
is a large shaft, on which* are mounted
four guns, and which Wars on epitaph
reading thus : “Beneath this stone re-

pose* the bones of two thousand one
hundred and eleven unknown soldiers,
gathered after tbe war from tbe fields
of Bull Run and the route to the Rap-

defend the assailed until all doubt is

removed by a dose examination at the
facta; hot Ido not aee any defense of
but rather a panegyric on the school
Board. Let die noble, generous, sym-

pathiring gentleman, who seeks to cast
a personal refection upon the character
of Wm. F. Perry, first controvert his
statement. This is the first duty of
his position.

He charges him with acting under
prejudices and weaknesses, and as an
incentive to his present coarse, the ne-
cessity of funds at the end of the sebo-
lastic year. Why not advance some
argument to sustain this assertion?
Tour correspondent is like a soldier,
who sallies forth to make a charge, and
leaves his weapon*, if he ever had any,
in the rear. It is wellknown to me and
to many, that at the time of the publi-
cation of Mr. P.’s first communication,
that be had resigned the position he
held under the School Board, and could
not, therefore, expect the proper dis-
tribution, of the school fund to be of
any advantage to himself, if he has
resumed the responsibilities ofhis posi-
tion, as I have been informed, he must
be true to himself:

“This shore all.—to thine ownsrlf he true,
>n<i it must follow as the night the day.
Thou canst not then be false to any man.’ 1
Not only in this case is he true to

himself and brother teachers, but to

the children committed to his care and
the community at large. He sees clear-
ly, as every man of sense must see, that
if the salaries of the teachers is dimin-
ished their efficiency will also be de-
teriorated.

Your correspondent, if I conjecture
correctly, is a man of family, (it is
equally as applicable if not correct) and
yet he thinks ?70 per term is amply
sufficient for his valuable services.—
Again be would have the public l*clieve,
that he is the true man of science—-
hiding, as it were, unrecognized perfec-
tions, while Mr. P. seeks, through the
columns of the Beacon, to Haunt his flip-
perils in the eyes of the world. There
is no roan in my opinion who merits
less such an accusation. If the gentle-
man has so much valuable learning,
why not appear at our Associations as
the fountain of |>erfcction in which he
might purge out our imperfections ? I
ask leave to state hero, that at the last
examination of teachers Mr. P. took
a first class second grade certificate,
.while it is very certain his assailant
did do more.

The gentleman, in his last communi-
cation, either intentionally or accident-
ly, misquotes Mr. Perry. As given by
Mr. P.: “Alas for those figured prem-
ises, and the deductions naturally dedu-
cible therefrom, seem so unpalatable to
your correspondent.” As misquoted:
‘•Alas for those figured premises, and
the deduction natually deducible there-
from seem so unpalatable.” By 'this
change he applies what was said to
himself to the School Board. This
is a malicious attempt on the part
of this conscientious yentletnan to have
false expressions accepted as truths;
and thus bis intrigues cast, what his
position denies, a reflection upon the
Hon. School Board. Now this zealous
teacher, who is so munificently reward-
ed for his labors, can devote six hours
of his undivided attention to his school
in a day, and return home in the even-
ing, patiently and unconcernedly view-
ing bis family devoid of the necessaries
of life. Sir, the brute element of this
man must to have been fully developed
and triumphing in an imminent degree
over its feebler coexistanee. I must
be permitted to fear, if not indeed to
believe, that this conscientious man is
nothing more than an instrument in the
hands of a shrewder head.

Mr. Perry is a man of unstained hon-
or, sincere, honest, correct in his convic-
tious, and what still more redounds to
his praise, is, that he is faber stvr for-
tunes. Again the prireest years of Lis
life were sacrificed in the defence of the
weak and defenceless, (I allude to the
sectional war) while his transplanter
was, I fear, concealed, as in his com-
municatiou, behind the scene of this
wholesale carnage and with his oscilla-
ting arm directing his misdirected shots.

It is the opinion of all the teachers
and prominent citizens with whom lhave
conversed, that the question put by Mr.
P. to our worthy Examiner, was a legi-
timate one and that it should not have
been evaded. That which pertains to
the public should be known by the peo-
ple.
Itrust it willbe thoroughly understood,

Mr. Stonestreet
asked them to specify the error in his
account, and receiving the reply that
the account was too large therefore it
was docked, he immediately brought
suit. We are glad that be has ta-
ken this action, for tuts thing of
the Commissioners cutting down just
and legal accounts against the county,
because hi their opinion they are too
large, has no more honesty about it
than any other sort of repudiation, and
it is time their power in this Inspect
should be tested. In this particular
case we do not see how Mr. S. could
have done less than to bring suit. His
fees are fixed by law, and if he charges
or demands more than he is entitled to, he
is liable to indictment. If bis account
was reduced because the Board thought
his charges were illegal clearly it is his
duty to vindicate himself from this as-
persion. If on the other hand his
charges were legal, then the reduction
of his account was a wanton attempt
to take from him that which the law
said he was entitled to, and is without
any Justification. We adfe as anxious
as anybody to see the eobnty expenses
cut down and taxes reduced, but me do
not wish to tee it done by injustice.—
If the county is unable to pay its just
debts, then wo are willing to see all ac-
counts against it scaled down to the
amount it is able to pay. But there
-is no reason why the Commissioners
should cut the just account of Mr.
Stonestreet, or of ourself, as they have
done, and give us the upleasaut alter-
native of either losing what we have 1
worked for, and which is justly ours, |
or of enforcing our claims by process
of law against our fellow tax-|ayer,
whilst the Commissioners walk off with
their full per diem and mileage with-
out making the slightest reduction on
the same. We say this is downright
meanness and an attempt to make per-
sonal and political capital at the ex-
pense of others, and deserves the repro-
bation of all just men. —Pori Tobtteeo
Timet.
