qualified voters tber<ut, as provided, it mar
be the same to suiarcede at.d stand in the | law
of Section 8, of Article 4, of said Constitu-
tion.”

“Stcrioa 8. The parties to any cause may
submit the tame to the court for determination
without the aid of a jury, and in all suits or ac-
tions at law. issued from the Orphans’ Court,
or from any court, sitting iu equity, and all
cases of presentments or indictments for offences,
which are or may be punishable by death,
pending in any of the courts of law, in this
State, baring jurisdiction th-reof, upon sug-
gestion. in writing, under oath, ofeither of the
parties to said proceedings, that such party can-

not hare a (air and impartial trial iu the court
in which the same may be pending, the said
court shall order and direct the record of pro-
ceedings in such suit or action, issue, pre-
sentment or indictment to be transmitted to
si m; other court, baring jurisdiction in such
case, for trial; but, in all other cases of pre-
sentment or indictment, pending in any of the
courts of law in this State, having jurisdiction
thereof, in addition to the suggestion, in wri-
ting, ofeither of the parlies to such present-
ment or indictment, that such party cannot
have a fair and impartial trial iu the court in
a bicb the some may be pending, it shall bo ne-
cessary for the party mak :ng such suggestion,!
to make it satisfactorily appear to the court
that such suggestion is true, or that there is
reasonable ground for the same; and thereupon,
the said court shall order and direct the record
ofproceedings, in such prs>entmeut or indict-
ment, to lie transmitted to some o:her court
haring jurisdiction in such cases for trial, and
such right ofremoval shall exist upon sugges-
tion, in cases when all the judges of said court
may be disqualified, under the provisions of
this Constitution, to sit in any such case, and
said court, to which the recoid of proceedings
in such suit or action, issue, presentment or in-
dictment may be transmitted, shall hear and
determine the same in like manner, at if such
suit or action, issue, presentment or indictment,
bad been originally instituted therein, and the
General Assembly shall make such modifica-
tion of existing law as may be necessary to reg-
ulate and give force to this provision."

‘‘Sscnos 3. And be itfurther enacted by the
authority a/oreeaid, That said foregoing section
hereby proposed as an amendment to the Con-
stitution, shall be, at the next general election
to be held in this Stale, submitted to the legal
and qualified voters thereof, for their adoption
or rejection, in pursuance ot the directions con-
tained in Article 14 of the Constitution of this
State, and at tbe said general election, the vote
on said proposed amendment to the Constitu-
tion shall be by ballot, and upon each ballot there
shall be written or printed these words, “For
the Constitutional Amendment,” or ‘‘Against
the Constitutional Amendment,''as the Voter
shall elect, and immediately after said ejection,
due returns shall be made to tbe Governor of
tbe vole for and against said prop osed amend-
ment, as directed by the said 14la Article of the
Constitution.”

Now. thuomi, I, JAMBS BLACK
GROOME, Governor of the b'tstc of
Msrjlud, incutnpliacoo with the require-
ments of tbe provisions of tbo Constitu-
tion, do order nod direct the foregoing
proposed amendment to tbe Constitution,
of the State of Maryland, to be published
in two newspaper* in eaeh county, where
so many may he published, and where not
more than one may be pabtisbed. then in
that newspaper, and in three newspapers
published in the CHy of Baltimore, one
of which sbnU be in the German language,
once a week, for at least three months,
preceding tbe nest general election, to be
held in November next, the said newspa-
pera to be by me designated.
