Capt. Forrest (President of the Board of Trus-
tees) said :—Ladies and gentlemen, it is due that
1 should statd to you that 1 invited the Rev. W.
W. Walker, ¢f Richmond, Va., to be hereto open
the proceedings to-day with prayer.

did not from taxation on agricultural pro-
ducts. Its

at power rests in its ability to pay
taxes. and that atility rests on the products of
the earth and the labor which produces them.—
In all countries the products of the earth pay
most of the taxes. We are especially an agricul-
tural couniry, and without agriculture and the
intelligent gathering of the fruits of the earth we
mast perish, notwithstanding the abundance of

old or interest specie paying greenbacks. Like |
the fabled Tantalus of old, possessors of these
riches would perish in sight of plenty. Itisupon
the products of the earth that we are dependant
for cur Federal taxes and also for the taxes of our
State Governments. Commerce would be nothing
without agriculture, without its products to be
carried to the centres of the old world. Our ag-
ricuiture is our great sourcc of wealth. You may
take the richest ingot of gold dust from the mines
of California or Australia and drop it into the
soil and it will lie idle Alnd unproductive, uare-
generating, uncreative, but take a single in
of \vhea!.gor of corn, or perchance of Olﬁﬂ’ fr:‘iu.
and drop it into the soil, and obeying the .laws
of the Great Maker of the Universe it will perish,
and from its corruption will spring that small
germinal life which has defied the eve of the sci-
entist to explain its origin, and blessed by the
sunshine and the showers of Heaven, you see the
delicate spear of grass appear, scarce discernable
to the naked eye, and then it comes forth into the
full harvest. It is the Great Master of the Uui-
verse who gives to us this means of sustaining |
ourselves, Oou cannot sustain o manufacturing |
gysian without agriculture at its base; agricul- |
ture is the foundation stone of all the interests of
this country and of its prosperity.

This interest must be relieved from excessive
taxation.
