stated why he took the position. The IRing tried to get rid of him as Chair- i
man of the State Committee, but he beat
them in the Convention of 1869 eight ’
to one. It is said that $1,000,000 was 1
taken to Albany to carry the Ring
Charter. Mr. 'filden went to Albanv
in the spring of 1870 and denounced it
in a fearless speech before Tweed as a
Charter which would put self-govern-
ment in N. Y. City “in abeyance for
from four to eight years.” The Ring
Charter was passed against the protest
of Mr. Tilden and such republicans a?
H. Greeley. W. M. Evarts and others.
On its passage it received the vote ot
every Republican Senator but one and
a large Republican vote in the House.
The -V. Y Times pronounced its pas-
sage as “a most important and salutary"
work. In less than a month the great
robberies ot the Tammany Ring was
committed. The aggregate of fraudu-
lent bills from Aprilto December, 1870,
was $12,250,000 and in 1871 $8,400,-
000, ol which $14,000,000 was plunder.
The Ring had now control of all Dm
partments, all Courts below the Court of
Appeals and the State Government.—
Mr. Tilden saw that the only effectual
way of crushing it was by the same
means by which it had attained to pow-
er, that its bold on the Legislature
must be broken. The Ring tried to
conciliate him and offered to allow him
to name all the Delegates from N. Y.
to the Stale Convention of 1871 to avoid
a contest. He refused and arranged
his tactics tor the capture of the New
York delegation to the next Legislature.
He sought the aid of such men as Cbas.
O. Conner, Wm. M. Evarts, Francis
Kernan.” With Mr. O’Conner he ar-
ranged the plan for suits against the
Ring. Early in September be issued
an address to the Democrat? through-
out the State calling on them “to take
a knife and cut the cancer out by the
roots.” Comptroller Connelly became
alarmed and anxious to betray his as-
sociates if he could obtain immunity
for himself.

The shove figures, taken from the
Records of the Government Depart-
ments of New York, are I think suffici-
cient to prove the incorrectnees of the

It is very, easy to collect the Iving de-

Among Gen. Babcock’s kills as Com-
missioner of Public Building* and
Grounds and paid out of the U. S.
Treasury was one of #3O for tbe board
of his dog, and the total cost to the Gov-
ernment ofboarding Gen. Babcock 's dog
to date has been #SOO. The award* of
the Vencxuelar Claims Commission
amounted to #1,253.310.

On one occasion the Presi-
dent called on Wilson and asked what
a certain witness would testify to, and
immediately afterwards Babcock came
in and asked the same question. Wil-
son refused the information, but upon
his adding that of course he could not
refuse the President, Babcock "laughed
and said that would do just a* well,"—
thus showing, as Wilson states in his
letter to Bristow, “that His Excellency
conveyed st once to Babcock every item
of possible evidence he could have re-
ceived from me. The point of all this
is, that the President questions me in
Babcock’s interest." See Hon. Bluford
Wilson's testimony before the special
committee on whiskey trials. Treasur-
er Richardson made a contract with
Jno. D. Sanborn for the collection of
taxes withheld—in all about 5.000 cases.
Tbe contract was made without con-

venue or any odicers of the Depart-

ment. The amount collected by San-
born was #427,000; the amount retain-
