PHOSPHITZ vs. PROFITS.

About the year of 1845 Peruvian Gu-
an) was introduced as a fertilizer in St.
Mary’s county. The price at first was
$41.00, and its effects were alinost mag-
ical. I have been shown tracks on the
land where it had been used, which
were as large as a No. 13 or 14 shoe,
which it was asserted were children’s
tracks the previous day. I do not as-
sert this as a fact on my own knowl-
edge; but I do assert, that galled knolls
anj‘ barren fields, too poor to cover
themselves with May grass, gave all
the appearance, when sown in wheat,
of highly improved tobacco lots. A
column for account for low prices and
blight and guano. and one for gain,
showed that the Farmer had the pun-
ishment of Sisyphus to suffer, and that
when he would roll the stone nearly to
the top of the hill it would roll back to
the bottom.

It was asserted that the supply of Pe-
ruvianguano was inexhaustible. About
15 years proved this to be an error.
The mqn;‘pulau-r was the progeny, be-
gotten of Chincan exhaustion. This
business flourished with a short life, be-
cause the comrounds were cheap—Fed-
eral Hill, strect durt and a slight savor-
ing of guano. Manipulation had but a
short life, and experts in Chemistry
went upon the stand and proved that
Peruvian guano was nothing, and ma-
nipulation was nothing and that Phos-
phitz was everything. Phosphitzers
sprang up like mushrooms, and they
have been giving the Farmers the Phitz
without the Phos ever since. The
stone wlich Sisvphus rolls up the hill
no longer stops at one place on its back-
ward roll, but goes farther down each
time, till the Farmer desponds and sighs,

lancing at lost labors. What is to be
one? Everybody everywhere knows
and joins in the chorus “Old hard times,
hard times come agam,’’ but they leave
outthe concluding spondee—*‘No more.”

There is nothing in which a Farm-
er’s credulity is more vulnerable than
on the subject of fertilizers. He is no
Achilles, but a soft crab. Onany other
matter, for instance, some newly pat-
ented plow or implement, he doubts,
though a dozen men certify to the ex-
cellence. But it he has received a
pamphleton Phlumux Phertilizing Phos-
phitz, all that is necessary is to find one
person who says he has tried it side by
side of some other fertilizer, (good for
nothing,) and that he found it as good or
better, and away he goes and orders
from ome to ten tons—because it is sold
on fime.
