But
under your plan, it is impossible for the
majority to lose, and at the same time
the minority must necessarily have as
fair a representation as the losing side
can have under the present. Morever,
under the present system, the minority
may have no hearing at all.

I would respectfully suggest, for want
of a better name, an “Anti Primary
Election,” to take place in the same
way as our primary elections, at some
time previous to the call of the Central
Committee, should one be made, for the
purpose of ascertaining the sentiment
of the democrats of the county in refer-
ence to the proposed change.” I am
thoroughly satisfied that, if it is once
fairly tested, our people will never re-
vert to the present system of chosing
candidates.

A general scramble for office, asin
the days of one party, must ever result
in disaster. Our present system is un-
satisfactory.

‘Fmust confess to a dulness of perce
tion, for 1 assure you that this never did
occur to your correspondent, and as far
as he has been able to learn, it never
did occur to anybody elsc except m
friend. [t cannot be denied that legai-
i{ and technically the tax-payers are
those who hold property and pay a cer-
tain tax thereon levied by the proper
authority—but he proposes to go out-
side and to the bottom of the well.
Gladly will I accompany him.

But before we start he must first pro-
mise me that his theory proceeds not
from any of the old struggles between
labor and capital, and which of late has
developed into communism. Then we
will together pursue the path of truth.
I concede at the outset, that the sweat
of the laborer’s brow furnishes the mate-
rial wealth of every country—by it the
rich revel in their luxury, the merchant
acquires wealth, and by it the property
holder is enabled to pay his taxes—but
it would be Erepostemns to think that
the property holder held his property at
the mercy of the laborer which he em-
ploys for fair wages to make that pro-
perty profitable to him. The laborer re-
ceives a guid pro quo for what he does
upon the farm of his employer and is
himself benefited. What farmer or
merchant in St. Mary’s county ever
takes into consideration the taxes which
he is required to pay when contracting
for labor or selling his wares? Some
philogophers contend that all taxes fall
ultimately upon the land, but this is de-
nied. If a tax be placed upon a com-
modity consumed by an artisan, he may
retrench his expenses or increase his
labor. They must be very heavy taxes,
indeed, and very igjudiciously levied
which the laborer vcil\l be made to suf-
fer without obtaining higher wages. A
man who owns a farm and rents it to a
tenant should receive a proportion such
as will give him a fair income out of
which he must pay his taxes. My
friend’s argumeat, though having some
force in it, is not practicable and is too
remote to be advanced. Why not then
abolish all taxes upon property and es-
tablish a poll-tax, as three-fourths of the
taxes are paid by non-property holders?
Certainly some one pays no taxes. His-
torians inform us,.that one of the chief
causes of the destruction of the Roman
State was the alteration which Con-
stantine introduced’into the finances by
substituting an universal poli-tax in heu
of almost all the taxes which formerly
composed the revenue of the empire.
But apart from all this, conceding the
force of the thecry of my friend, let us
loak upon another view of the case—the
distribution of the taxes. What the la-
borer has done was done through neces-
sity, and he never thinks ot anything
but his next year's labor. It is immate-
rial to him how the taxes are distributed,
but it is of vital interest to the property
holder, because come what may his pro-
perty isresponsible for next year's taxes.
How many farms in our county. after
paying expenses of labor and fertilizers,
clear enough to pay taxes? Still there
is nothingbso certain as taxes. Failure
in crops, bad seasons, mitigate against
the farmer—his taxes must be paid. So
with causes conflicting with the inter-
est of the merchant. Practically and
from all reasonable conclusions the tax-
payer is directly and almostly entirely
interested in the constitution of the
Commissioners’ Court. Second.
