“Each person appointed under this
act -as one of a Board of Control and
Review, shall receive the sum of tour
dollars per day for every day of actvnl
service hy him performed under this
act."

Now, the Clerk to that Board, Hearn,
made every working day and his total
was 10*2 days, which entitled him to

S4OB. as per Levy shown through the
Beacon. Each member of that Board
has the same allowance. Now I learn
it was rare that a full Board was in at-
tendance and to my own knowledge
some of the members lost a great many
days.
