CHAPTER 191.

' AN ACT prohibiting the sale of spiri-
tuous or fermented liquors in the
several counties of the State on the
day of election.

Section 1. !>• it enacted by the Qen
eral assembly of Maryland, That it shall
not be lawful for tbe kee|er of any ho-

. tel, tavern, store, drinking cstuhlisi -

i uient, or any other place where liquors
