vation have told of the sad effect of the
immoderate oae of drink, willdeclare,
without reflection, that the tery poor
under such a law, would have the same
rights as the more wealthy, bat unless
(he laborer could purchase his dime's
worth ot the same article as could the
rich man with his dollars, his rights
would only be nominal and therefore
not right*. Local option, therefore, can
never be a law, but an ingenious ten-

lent* to make the peasant more obedient
to (be prince. We all enjoy the right*
of suffrage, but ifwe attach the penalty of
death to an improper vote or make eve-
ry man pay a ten dollar poll ta*, the
rights of many would live but in name.

Another riew. Biakistone continues
in the way of absolute rights to say :

“Let a man be ever so abandoned in bis
principles or vicious in bis practices,
provided he keeps bis wickedness to
himself and does not offend against the
rules of public deceny, he is out of the
reach of human laws. But ifhe makes
hit vices public, though they be such
as seem principally to effect himself, (aa
drunkenness or the like) they then be-
come, by the bad example they set, of
pernicious effects to society: and, there-
fore, K is then the business of human
laws to correct them” {dmnkennest, ire).

From this declaration ofa learned and
able lawyer, you will perceive our leg-
islature can prohibit drunkenness or the
like but not the means thereof. Itcan
and does any, “Thou shall not kill,”
which is in thorough accord with the
natural and revealejMaw, but no law-
making bffiy use of the
various instruments ot death, such as
pistols, knives, grind-stones, plows—-
nay, even broom slicks—for if they can

All the commentators of that age de-
cade that Ibis declaration of the Cxar
waa not few, bat a sentence to which alt
litigants roust conform; yet this law ef-
fected those interested in suits just to
the same extent that does local op-
tion the very poor man. The former
secured no right, because it could and
would never be enjoyed; the latter (lo-
cal option) allows ta words, all the right
to purchase whiskey out of the county,
but virtually prohibits tiro near a right
they cannot enjoy or use and therefore no
right but a sentence to the effect that
drink shall not ha had by tiropoor thirs-
ty laborer by those who meat need its
salutary influence.

They may have local option inMesne,
hnt who knows how it operates ? But
Mab* la a Northern Stain. Ton can’t
find local option in force in Uw South-
ern States where He use becomes a pal-
pable necessity to the laborer—often
the cheapest medicine in tropical climes.
If local option should ever become a
sentence, I will soon look lor Uw pro-
hibition of laudanum.

But, Menus. Editors, apart from all
those cooride rations, admitting tha le-
gality of the law, could, seriously, could
ne hope for Ha faithful execution?

intended to prevent imposition or fraud.
It has coma to be admitted by those
whose ideas are most in advance in our
business centres, that the value oI an
article of trade most always rest open
its intrinsic aacrits, and the moment
the law intervenes and declares wbo
Mu// proclaim the valuable qualities of
any particular commodity, a false stand-
ard is liable to be raised, thus impairing
the credit which it is the interest of the
community to maintain. We find in
tba great metropolis of New York,
where commerce and the laws that reg-
ulate are most carefully studied, that
every effort has been made to leave the
trade unfettered as possible, and active
competition recognized a* (he only in-
centive that can be gived to business
men to secure to the public the most
efficient service. They have gone so
far in that State as to declare by consti-
tutional enactment that the legislature
shall pass no law involving the compul-
sory inspection of any article, thus re-
cognising in the most effectual manner
the principal of non-interference.” Yet
the system is still continued without the
slightest change, thus setting up a mid-
dle-man between the seller and buyer,
which peipetuates an infamous outrage
upon the farmer. 1

The appropriation for Normal School,
as before stated, ta continued with an
intimation that the ptincipalship willbe
changed, thereby removing an able and
efficient and energetic Superintendent,
Prof. Newell, the onlyrecommendation
of the Institution.

Those members of the General As-
sembly who pretend to believe that the
appropriations to the various colleges
and academies throughout the State, and
that the continuation of the present sys-
tem of tobacco inspection la either to
the wishes or Interest of the people of
our State (even one-seventh of thorn)
must swallow facts with a ravenous ap-
petite.

representation from each state having
one vote. A quorum for thi purpose
shall consist of a member or members
from two-thirds of the states, and a ma-
jority of all the slates shall be necessa-
ry to a choice. And if the House of
Representatives shall not choor-e a

-President, whenever tbs righ of choice
shall devolve upon them, before tbe
fourth day of March next following,
then the, Vice President shall act as
President as in tbe case ofdeath or other
constitutional disabilityofthe President.
Tbe person having the highest number
of electoral votes as Vice President
shall be Vice President, but if two or
more persons have an equal and tbe
highest number of soch votes, then from
4Uch persons the Senate shall choose
the Vice President. A quorum lor the
purpose shell consist ot two-thirdsoffoe
whole number of senators, and a major-
ity of(he whole number shall be neces-
sary to a choice.

A calculation of what the vote of
Maryland would have been in the last
count,if this amendment bad been the law
at this time, shows that Tilden would
have received 4.408, of the electoral
votes, and Hayes 8.593, which added
together make up 8, the electoral vote

of this state. New York which baa 35
electoral votes would have cast them
thus, for Hayes 16.83, for Tilden 17.95,

for Peter Cooper, .32 which added to-

getber make up 35. A calculation of
tbe electoral college, made upon this
basis, would have given Tilden 187.9
and Hayes 181.1, which added togeth-
er make 369, the whole electoral vote.

It willbe seen that in a count by this
method foe voles of tbe minorities are
represented.
