The increased
movement ofproductions, brought shout
by the opening of the canal, most result
iin great improvement sod great devel-
opment of the wellhe my of all stares.
'The difference between the immediate
and the ultimate effects of the introduc-
tion of machinery are pointed out. Pro-
fessor Sumner discovers the local causes
of (he present depression in the late
war. What was then destroyed roust
be reproduced, and a reaction from the
fictitious prosperity of war times is in-
evitable. Self-denial and bard work
roust bring ns through this period ofde-
pression which follows logically and
cannot be avoided. Legislation can do
little good and may do a great deal of
mischief.
