The Last Political Sensation. —

The political sensation ol (he past week
was the promised speech of Senator
Blaioe on Ike Southern outrage question
which had been described by admiring
friends as a thunderbolt about to strike
the “thick rotundily ot the earth” and
shake the Southern Cross Irom its orbit.
Such miserable affairs as democracy
and solid South were to be broken by
the fell stroke into very little piece*

and scattered to the four winds. Well,

the thunderbolt has been launched, and
agfonishiug as it may seem, earth and
cross and ao’id South are still to be found
in their old places and even democracy
is as rampant as ever. It is the old,
q|d story—lofty pronunciamento and

miserable performance. Indeed, il the
yrhole truth must out, Mr. Blaine is nol

a success in launching thunderlo'.ls.—
Some of his bolts don’t strike at ail,
while others, though well aimed, ri-
ciochel and strike back with terrible ef-
fort. Our present concern is chiefly
with the latter. llis proposition that
l)ie Southern negro voles under duress
he fads to prove by any thing entitled
to be called evidence. He asserts it,
indeed, but assertion is not proof and,
even ifit were, an assertion by Blaine
is not entitled to count. He is ol bad

reputation for veracity as his friend Mul-
ligan will testify to at any moment.—
If, therefore, the Southern negro votes
under duress, the fact, il it be a tact,

cannot be proved by mere assertion,

much less by the assertion of a man
like Blaine. But Blaine’s figures, which
go to prove the inequality of represen-
tative strength North and South are
unworthy ol consideration for the reas-
on that they show ito anomalies in the
political organization of the South which
are not just as strongly marked in the
case ofStates at the North. In Ala-
bama, North Carolina and Mississippi,
for instance, says (be N. Y. World, the
Democratic legislatures have so run the
lines that every district but one is Dem-
ocratic by a small but sufficient major-
ity, while the'Republicans are packed
into one district, which they do not al-
ways carry. Last month, for example,
they ran two negroes in the Second
North Carolina and were beaten. Of
course this increases tbe unrepresented
element, which is always large under
the system of majority representation,
but il will be interesting to see the
Democrats of tbe South attacked on this
head by members of that party which
in New York has for years refused to

perform a duty peremptorily prescribed
by the constitution, and which in In-
diana has so arranged the districts that
the Republicans carried nine out of
thirteen, though they were in a very
considerable minority of the popular
vote. Gerrymandering at least is not
a Southern invention. Mr. Blaine com

plains that South Carolina, Mississippi
and Louisiana, with a population which
be coolly assumes to be “Republican”
because in tbe matter of rare* it stands
at 54 per cent, colored to 46 white, re-
turn seventeen Democratic Congress-
men. Bless the man’s soul, Massa-
chusetts and Michigan return nineteen
Republican Congressmen and but one
Democrat, though tbe figures show—-
— there are no assumptions here—-that
61 per cent, of tbe voters in those Stales
are anti-Republican! In New York it
takes somethirg over 15,600 Repub-
licans to elect a Congressman andsome-
thing over 54,600 voters of other polit-
ical beliefs to do the same thing! Ev-
ery Republican toter in New York bis
three and a half times as much power
and influence as every suti-Republican
voter. It is an axiom in politics that
under (be majority system (he minori-
ty vanishes utterly—ls left unrepresen-
ted—and in any country or assembly
tbe corrective Is found m tbe accidents
of distribution. Where hundreds of |

Webster and Pikknet. —Under the
title of “Webster and Pinkney,” Bi>h-
op Pinkney, of Maryland, has published
a pamphlet to vindicate his uncle, the
celebrated William Pinkney, from tbe
asperson cast upon his courage by the

late Peter Harvey, in bis book entitled
“Reminiscenses of Daniel Webster at the
bar.” Mr. Harvey reports that Mr. Web-
ster told him that be had on one occasion
“locked Mr. Pinkney up in one of the

grand juryrooms of the Capitol andextor-
ed from him, as he stood (remblmglike an

aspen leaf, an 'humble apology, which
was repeated the next day in open
court.”

Mr. Webster did not remember what
the case was, but fixed the limit ol the
time in which it occurred by saying
that Mr. Pinkney spoke of him as “tbe

Smtleman Irom New Hampshire.”—
is hop Pinkney, in his argument to

show that no such incident could have
occurred, points out in the first place
that “there are no grand jury rooms in
tbe Capitol, and never have been,”
and, in the next place, that the alleged
reference to “(he gentleman Irom New
Hampshire” establishes (he fact that
the case in question —il not fictitious—-
must have come on for trial, according
to Mr. Webster’s own statement some-
where between (he years 1813 and
1817, during which years Mr. Webster
was a member of Congress from New
Hampshire. It could not have occur-
red later, as in 1817 he look up his per-
manent abode in Boston. Bishop Pink-
ney shows from the record of the Su-
preme Court, (hat in all the time Mr.
Webster was a member ofCongress from
New Hampshire the incident related by
him could not have taken place, as
within those years he was counsel in
only three eases before the court, in
neither of which was Mr. Pinkney en-
gaged. Moreover, Mr. Pinkney went
abroad in 1816 and did not return untij
1818. Tbe first case in which thev
actually appeared together was after
Mr. Pinkney’s return from Europe, and
they were (hen on the same side. The
first case in which they were opposed
to each other was in IS2I, and again in
the same year, and finally in 1822, and
yet Wheaton, who reported these ca-

ses, and wrote the life of WilliamPink-
ney, although a Northern man, “makes
not the slightest allu-ion to any difficul-
ty, either insult offered or apology
fr.ade." Justice Story, who delivered j
(be opinion of the court in two of the !
cases, is also as profoundly silent, “not-
withstanding he did make mention of!
an incident that occurred between ¦
Pinkney and Emmet in the argument
ofa case in prize law.”

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Covstiic tnb Electoral Vote.—
The Mil ol Senator Edmonds, which
was introduced at the last session oi
Caopeaa, representing tbe views of the
select committee appointed for that pur-
pose, and providing n new and expbett
system for counting the votes of elec-
tors in the elections of President and
Vice-President of the United States,
has passed the Senate “by a substantial
majority. All the republican Senators
who were present voted for it, and near-
ly all tbe democratic Senators voted
against it. This would seem to seal th**
fate of-tbe bill when it cornea into the
House, in which tbe democrats hive
such a positive majority. Ilis certain-
ly much to be desired that such provis-
ion shall be made al the earliest day

l 'possible for counting the elec'oral Tiles
as willprevent tbe recurrence ol the
dangerous complication of 1876, but it

The Maryland Grangers.—To-

bacco Inspection. —At a late meeting of
the Maryland Grangers in Baltimore,
(he portion ot the Grand Master’s re-
port (J. T. Moore, ofMontgomery coun-
ty,) touching the tobacco inspection
question was referred to a special com-
mittee of seven, of which Capt. George
Thomas, of this county, was Chairman.
The Committee have reported that they
approved (he position taken by the Mas-
ter and recommend that that portion
of his address bearing upon this topic,
together with the report made by the
Tobacco Committee to the Stale Grange
at its session, be printed for distribution,
not only among members of the order,

but among others interested, “witha
view of blinking the whole subject
prominently before the public, in order
that the subject may enter into the next
canvass as one vitally affecting the in-
terest ot our important industry, upon
which legislation is imperatively de-
manded. The position oflhe Master i*,
substantially, that the present system of
inspection is being run, not in the in-
terest of (he tobacco grower!*, but for
the benefit of party and involves a loss
to the planters of over $70,000 per an-
num. The mode of redress is equally
dear. The planters must unite in their
demands and must make their power felt.
