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“The Good Move."—Under this
caption, the Annapolis Record expres-
ses greet gratification at the prospects
of the hostile factions, heretofore war-
ring for mastership within the demo-
cratic party, coming together and agree-
ing “to give and take'* in their make-
up ofa State ticket the coming Summer
and in the future distribution of party
patronage. This is as it should be, for
whilst the majority is entitled to rule
at the party primaries as well at at the
polls, it should study to reconcile and
conciliate in the former that it may the
more surely triumph at the latter.—
And the minority would do well to

remember that it is far better that some
of the old leaders should be recognised
in the “new deal" promised than that
Maryland should be allowed to depart
from the column of democratic States,
though we are fully prepared to con-
cede to the Record that the “infusion of
new blood" in democratic selections for
office would be a great benefit to our
party. In justice, however, to the pres-
ent democratic management inMaryland,
it should be stated, that whilst it may
have acted ungenerously towards broth-
er democrats and have made too close
a corporation of itself, it has brought
no reproach upon our cause by either
venality of conduct in office or incom-
petent administration. Maryland to-day
is as ably and honestly officered as is
any State in the Union and presents
an honorable contrast to republican man-
agement at Washington and every where
else. Her general comparative prosper-
ity and sound financial condition prove
this beyond a peradventure. This,
with its consummate ability in the man-
agement of our party affairs, has been
the secret of the “Ring’s" success and
explains why our party has so long
maintained control in the State, and
though we heartily vote for the “new

deal," we vote for it because we be-
lieve it will unite the democratic party
and make it more homogeneous bjr de-
aiding its honors fairly between the
factions into which it is unhappily di-
vidsd, and not from any expectation
that this fusion willgive the State or
the public any abler or more faithful
public officera than now administer our
affairs.

I am glad, however, that the Senator
has offered ibis resolution, as Ipresume
he will undertake by argument to en-
lighten the judgment of the Senate to
which he appeal* as well as the public
mind upon the point which he raises
that these Amendments have been “le-
gally ratified."

compulsion in making representation in
Congress from those States to depend
upon such adoption; in other words, is
uol constraint destructive of election ?

6th. The 14tb Amendment was re-
, ected by the votes of the Southern
States and Maryland, Kentucky, Cali-
fornia and others, making mere than
one-fourth ofall the State*. Was it pro- I
per and legal that the rejection by these i
last named States should be made inef- 1
fectual by Congressional constraint i
upon the Southern Slate* as shown in •
the law pasted the 2nd of March, 1867,
by which ths.y were compelled, as be-
fore stated, to adopt it ?

7th. If free negroes bad possessed
full rights and privileges a* ntixeas an- i

The
local banks, all but those ot New Eng-
land, after a brief .resumption of specie
payments, again sink into a state of
suspension. The bank of the United
States, created as a remedy tor all these
evils, now at the bead of the evils, now

f>rostrate and helpless, with no power
eft but tbat ol suing its debtors and

sailing tbeir property, and purchasing
for itself at it* own nominal price.

No price for property or produce; no
•ales but those ol the sheriff aad mar-
shal; no purchaser at the execution
sales but the creditor or some hoarder
of money; no employment for industry,
no demand for labor, no sale for the
products of the farm; no sound of ham-
mer, but that of the auctioneer knock-
ing down property*. Stop-laws, prop-
erty-laws, replevin-laws, stay-laws,
loan-office laws, the intervention .of
Legislature between' the creditor and
the debtor—this was the business of
legislation in three-fourths of the States
of the Union—of all south and west of
New England. No medium ofexchange
but depreciated paper; no exchange
even but little bits of foul paper, marked
so many cents and signed by so many
tradesmen, barbers, or inn-keepers; ex-
changes deranged to the extent of fifty
or one hundred per cent. Distress, the
universal cry of the people; relief, the
universal demand, thundered at the door
ol all Legislatures, State and Federal.”

OUR ENDOWED COLLEGES, etc. .

“ Inreferring to the common school system of
“ the State. Got. Robinson, of New York, in his
“tale roesjare, makes remarks especially appli-
“cable to that costly sham, the College of tbe
11 city of New York, and to kindred institutions.
“lie nays, that to levy taxes upon the people for
“tbe gratuitous education ofa few bovs in the
“collegiate branches, is a species of legalized
“robbery. Nine In ten of those educated in the
“so-c died high schools at the public expense
“would far better pay tbeir own bills than to
11 hare them paid by the people of the State.
“The Normal Schools, also, are, with two or
“ three exceptions, wholly useless and foil al-
“most entirely to accomplish the objects for
“which they were established, and for which
" tbe State is annually paying large amounts of
“money from the treasury. He calls upon tbe
“Legislature to make inquiry into tbe workiugs
“of these institutions and to provide for their
“abolition. Let tbe legislature begin this duty
** by sweeping away the colleges from this city.”

Such are tbe views expressed by the distin-
guished statesman of New York in opposition to

interested demagogues and politicians. Such
should be tbe suggestions of tbe Governor of Ma-
ryland at tbe next acssion of the Legislature in
regard to this wholesale plunder of the treasury
which is denounced as an infamous imposition
upon the people. Virginia has abolished tbe of-
fice of Superintendent of public schools, which,
so for from being ofadvantage, is regarded by
tbe people as a public nmitanrt. The examiners
alone cost the State annually twenty-six thou-
sand dollars, w bich is regarded as a us lews ex-
penditure of the public funds. The public in-
terest demands that this infamous school system
be abolished. That tbe people of each school
district should regulate tbeir own schools with-
out tto interference of dictator sor petty tyrant*.
