The act, of which we give the 2nd
section above, was passed without pre-
viots notice to China of any wish or
intention on the part of the United
States to abrogate a trealy which was
made at our instance and almost under
our coercion. And not only this, the
proposition of Senator Coukling to give
the proper and usual notice was dis-
tinctly voted down. It is melancholy
to note in the Senate debates on the
abrogation of this treaty that noteven a
plausible reason was assigned for break-
ing up without notice our treaty rela-
tions with China. That Chinese immi
gration is an evil or that the Burlin-
game (reaty ought never to have been
adopted may be true. Surely, howev-
er, China was entitled to notice and it
is cerfain, if either France or England
had sustained the same relations to us
that she does that the notice would
have been given. The plain truth is,
the abrogation of the treaty with-
out notice on our part 1s an act
of bad faith, and we submit that
the reason the Senale debates on
the subject show no just cause for the
course pursued is because none could
be shown. The motive for this dis-
graceful act is unhappily but too trans-
parent!. Chinese immigration is unpop-
ular in California. California is sup-
posed tobe the pivotal State upon which
the next presidency hinges. To con-
cihate California snd preserve our
treaty faith with China were jound to
be incompatible. Hence the quick haste
made by both democrats and republi-
can aspirants for the presideacy in the
Senate to sacrifice the honor of the
coun'ry to the exigencies of disgrace-
ful party policies. Itis to be hoped for
the credit of the American name that
President Hayes will interpose his veto
against the measure and save the coun-
try from the reproach and shame which
will be entailed upon it by the dishon-
orable conduct of our national legisle-
ture in its late dealings with a friendly
but defenceless State.

ties and platitudes, dressed up in well
regulated ngli:b and Bible quotations,
all of which have about as much effect,
and no more, upon their hearers, as
would the splashing of a little cold wa-
ter on a duck’s back. Moody speaks
ain vernacular, and calls things by
their right names, and neversays a per-
version of the truth, when he means a
lie, or a diviation from strict honesty,
when he means a steal. He does not
seem to agree with the eminent French-
man, who said, that lan was in-
teaded to convey what one did not mean,
but looks upon it as an il;;cn.ﬁ:: for a
very opposite pu is figures of
speech are generally very forcible and
n"o-ilo. and are so plain that'the or-
dinary man of business can grasp and
uminh them without any study or
reflection. This is a forte with
him, and might almost be said, to be his
chief attraction.
