Tramps.

Our section of the State, owing to its location,
has been, up 1o this time, happily exempt from
that social evil of Istter days, knows as Tramps.
Still the last grand jury had reason to call the
sttention of the Court to the number of them
confined in the county jail, at the county’s e3-
pense, and ask that some disposition be made of
them. We think that the different Justices of
the Peace who committed them erred in so doing.
We bavea local law forour county applicable
to such characters, and which, if enforced, would
1o a great extent do away with the evil. This
local law does not appear ia Latrobe’s Justice or
any other guide which they may bave, and beace
the mistake which many of them have fullen into.
We here give the law as it now reads in the acts
of Assembly for 1878, chapter 218, sec. 5.

Secrion 5. Any Justice of the Peace for mid
county may cause to be apprebended and com-
mit to said Als Hounnun;ruu. vagabonds,
beggars and other idle, dissolute and disorderly

found loitering or residing in said coun-
ty, who follow no trade or occupation, and have
no visible means of subsistence, there to be kept
at hard labor for any term not exceeding three
months: and the said keeper shall receive and
employ them according to ¢ term of their com-
mitment.

It is hoped therefore that this, the only legal
remedy, may be adopted, and thereby save the
county from the needless expense in the way of
jail fees. In the contract, which the Board of
County Commissioners now have with the pre-
sent keeper of the Alms House, provision is made
for the sccommodation and employment of va-
grantsata lower cost than for permanent pau-
.pérs, and in many cases they would be self-sup-
porting, while the jail fecs amount to $15 per
month, in addition to fuel and clothing some-
