Colosed Dcmocuatic Cubs.— We
are plessed to note that several demo-

the State. There is no better evidence
than this lhat the colored people are
rising ?o a higher plane of education and
preparing themselves to lake an intel-
ligent view of their own interests and
to scan fairly the claims of political par-
lies to their support, la this county,
there arc many outspoke a democratic
colored men who have gallantly with-
stood the political and social pressure
which was brought to bear upon them
when they were first enfranchised and
which continued to be exerted long af-
terwards. And the number of colored
democrats is increasing here every day.
Why, then, not form party elate, (not
secret or oath-bound.) but clubs sach as
democrats of their race are forming
else where ? This political krrikarttnnd,
will not fail to attract the sympathy and
encouragement of white democrats to-
wards its members and will make ii to

the interest of the democratic pasty to

give them encouragement and help and
cover them with its protection.

Nevada ate Nebraska were brought
ia as States to serve a partisan pur-

pose, sod to strengthen the band of the
Republican majority in the Senate.—
The former was admitted by what may
be called (be ligktnipg process. The
enabling act passed March fit. 1864,
and the proclamation of Mr. Lincoln
declaring the admission was issued Oct.
31, 1864, seven months afterward. The
population was then put down on the
largest count at 6.857. yet Nevada had
ns many Senators as New York, Penn-
sylvania, or Ohio, besides one Repre-
sentative in the House, with a fifteenth
part of the ratio required for other
States, fiery new Stale is entitled
to at least one member with or with-
out the requisite number under the ap-
portionment.

Nebraska, with ten times the popula-
tion ol Nevada, was denied admission
until the policy of reconstruction was
about to ba carried out. The Enabling
act passed April 18, 1864, soon after
that ol Nevada; but the act of admission
was only proclaimed March 1, 1867.
The population was estimated to be
about 66,000 in round numbers at that
time.

The political investment in these two
States turned out better than the expe-
riment ol increasing the representation
in the South has done. They have re-
turned Republicans, with the excep-
tion of Senator Tipton, who coold not
stand the exactions of Graatisra and
supported Greeley ia 1873. For this
Nebraska sent him adrift at the first op-
portnnity. The enfranchisement of the
blaeka added about thirty members to
ite tintkfr itpmnrnli'iirn in the House
and in the Electoral Colleges. The Re-
publican managers, when they rushed
that policy through, could see no limit
to their possess ton ol ofice. and it did
not occur to them that excess, mi*go•

i eminent, corruption, and plunder of the
people's taxes, would beget reaction,
and that when reaction came in earnest
their lofty pyramid ol pretension would
topple over as it has done.—A* Y. Sun.

tod safer imprisonment as the court
may adjudge, not exceeding fixmonths,
and such other penalties ns are pre-
scribed by the constitution. Thu is a
penal statute, and the punishment pre-
scribed cun only be inflicted on convic-
tion in criminal proceeding, but toy
contract male to violate its ptovisiohs
is necessarily void.
