k sgo, entitled attachments, came up on
Wednesday lor a third reading and wa-
passed. The nature of this bill is such
that it repeals that section of the Code
of public General Laws which requires
Garnishees in Attachment suits to come
come into Court, by attorney or other-
wise, and defend themselves (in case
they hold no assets of defendant) or sut-
ler judgment to be entered against
them for the amount which the plain-
tiff may claim. This bill requires the
plaintiff to prove the assets as other
claimants are compelled to do. Tbe
Garnishee can be summoned to appear
in Court and answer ail interrogatories,
but if it appears upon such examina-
tion that he holds no assets of the de-
fendant, he is discharged as any other
witness without cost. A bill was also
passed repealing that section in the
Code which requires persons before ap-
pealing from k decision of a Justice of
the Peace to #ay the cost of a suit tried
by such Justice. The Judiciary Com-
mittee reported unfavorably upon tbe
bill submitted by Mr. Browning, ot
Prince George’s, requiring persons be-
fore instituting suit in this Stale to de-
posit the sum of five dollars with the
Clerk of the Circuit Court lor which
county tbe same shall be held. This
bill, though being very ably defended
by the Prince George’s delegation, now
“sleeps the sleep which knows no wa-
king."
