AX ACT to confer additional jurisdiction upon
“Justices of the Petes,” of Montgomery,
Prince George’s, Harford, Culvert, Anne
Arusdei, Wicomico, Caroline, Talbot, St.
Mary's, Garret, Howard, Boom Met, Washing-
ton, Frederick, Dorchester, Kent, Charles and
Allegany counties.
Samos I. Hr it rweetaf fig (As Gtntmt As-

scarify ef Murwhnd, That the Several justices of
the peace of Montgomery, Prince George, Har-
ford, Calvert, Anne Arundel, Wicomico, Caro-
line, Talbot, St. Mary’s, Garrett, Howard,Som-
erset, Washington, Frederick, Itorcheeter, Kent,
Charles aad Allegany counties, ehatl have, ia
addition to the Jurisdiction which they now pos-
sess. sad which may be conferred upon them by
or under the fiws of this Stats, jurisdiction con-
current with that exercised by the circuit coarts
for mid counties in all esses of assaults without
aay felonious intent, and ia all cases ofassault
aad battery, sad ia all cases of petit larceny
when the value ofthe property stolen does not
exceed the sum offive dollars, and ia all misde-
meanors not punishable by confinement in the
penitentiary, which may be committed within
their respective jurisdictions; and shall have ju-
ried letton la all proeecotlons or proceedings for
the recovery of aay penalty for doing or omit-
ting to do aay act, the doing of which or the
omission to do. which is made punishable un-
der the laws ol this State within their said juris-
diction, by any pecuniary fine or penalty, or by
imprisonment in jail or m the Maryland House
of Correction; all of which acts or com missions
are hereby declared to be criminal offences; and
the said justices shall have power to issue all
proems, awl to do all nets which may be neces-
sary to the exercise of their said jurisdiction, sod
may try sad determine all cases whereof they
may have jurisdiction, and may pronounce judg-
ment aad sentence therein, in the same manner
aad to the same extent as the circuit court for
¦aid counties could do in such eases, an If such
eases were tried before them without the inter-
vention of n jury: provided, however, that If
say person, when brought before aay such jus-
tice having jurisdiction of the case, shall, before
trial for the alleged offence, pray a jury trial, or
Iftbo State’s Attorney for said county shall be-
tors tbs trial of said aliened offence, pray a Jury
trial on the part ofthe mate, it shall be the duty
ofaay such justice to commit such alleged of-
fender for trial, or to boldsald offimder to hall,
to appear for trial In the circuit court for Mm
county in which the offence was eomarittod, at
its then —mion if it be then in sesrioo, or at its
next acerioa If it be not then la session, end to
return mid commitment or recognisance with
the names and residence of the witnesses for the
prosecution endorsed thereon, forthwith to the
dark of the mid court; provided the justice be-
fore whom the case is tried shall inform the per-
son charged ofhis right to a jury trial.

ses in aay oae case, twenty-five cents, each; for
taking recognisances in each case reported to the
circuit court, twenty-five cents, each; for each
attachment for contempt, twenty-five cents.

Sac. 3. And 5* tf enacted; That the aforesaid
fees ofmid constable and justices for raid conn-
tics shall be taxed against and paid by (be party
against whom judgment shall be rendered, no-
lens be or she be disc harged therefrom by doe
course of law; Ifsorb party against whom judg-
ment is rendered is unable to pay the same, such
foes shall be paid by the county wherein mid
judgment was rendered; and that all fines and
penalties received by any justice, under the pro-

visions of this act, shall be accounted fix and
wholly paid, without abatement or deduction
therefrom, by such jostles, to the county com-
missioners of the county wherein they are collec-
ted, for the use of mid county; and no part of
any fine or penalty enforced or collected under
the provisions ofthis act shall be paid to any In-

former.

this act be aad the same are hereby repealed.
