va 1 and other boobs we have hardly a
just appreciation of its importance as an
English “institution.'’ It is also a re-
ligion. It cornea next to the British
constitution aad the Church ofEngland.
Hunting men talk of H with an earoaat-!
neas and a solemnity which is infinite-
ly amusing to an “outsider.** To hunt
well, or as the phrase there is, to ride
well to bounds, is an accomplishment,
like the mastery ©fan art or of aadence,
or like distinction in literature.

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Eathquakks—Professor Palmieri,
who may be said to have been sittijifon
an earthquake (on Mount Vesuvius) for
(be Isst forty years, is an authority on
tbe subject if any one is. He has re-
cently given at Naples a public lecture
at the university on (he possibility of
foretelling earthquakes. After men-
tioning earthquakes as known and re-
marked ia ancient days, he illustrated
the three signs of coming earthquake
which atnee lime immemorial hare been
popularly believed in, namely, the sul-
try oppressive state of the atmosphere,
the drying up of wells, and tbe uneasi-
ness shown by animals, observing that
though these aigfta do not always, yet
they undoubtedly often occur. Fro-
laasur Palmieri went on to say that
ebrtbqaakes have no doubt shorter or
kpqpt periods of preparation. The
•irai ia never perfectly quiet for some
time before and after • great shock, but
gradually sinks into repose or increases
so agitation. The professor believes
that by registering the preliminary
tremblings, and noting their iocraasa or

i decrease, it would be possible to fore-
tell an earthquake about three days in
advance, just as tempests are now fore-
told. Ifa connected system of (demo-

graphic stations were to ha organised
—(lie different stations communicating
with each other by telegraph—it would
be quite possible, la most cases, to is-
sue warnings lo the threatened dwtrict
in time, lie scarcely expected to live
