has fegn given to (he colored people ?

In the North, we never hoar of a color-
ed man going to Congress, and very
few of them—-not half a dozen —have
been sent to the State Legislatures.
How many of eur people are elected in
strong republican communities to offices
of high trust, honor or emolument —

sheriffs, county clerks, mayors, aider-
men, etc.? need not tell you that
none of them have ever been elected

lieutenant governors. It
is high time we strow.

’begin to lock
about and do something lor ourselves
and show these ungrateful managers
that we are men, not machines, for them
to run as they direct,” and soon. What
this insubordination may lead to, it is

difficult to forecast, but it indicates pret-
ty clearly, we think, anew departureand
the purpose of tha negroes to oust the
white brother and run the republican
party hereafter wherever they have the
majority.

In and around the Naval Atrium, a retreat Sited
up by the Government where those who have
spent the bast of their days in the Nary are com-
fortably cared for in their declining years.
Aarong these wards of the nation here, arc many
battle scarred veterans, in whose lives much is
interwoven that is of interest of the Jar-off past.
Of these, there are several whose lives are nearly

coeval with, that of the Republic, who can look
bad! from its vigorous Manhood of to-day to
the time which saw its beginning.

Noteworthy among those Ishall mention, is
Nathaniel Sarvis. He was born in Boston in
1181, two years before the irutogaralioa ofour
first president, and entered the service in 1813
as armorer of the "Ohio," a ship belonging to
Kerry's squadron on the Lakes. By chance he
was nut present at the engagement that mulled
la his commander’s great victory on Lake Brie.
On the Bth of September the ¦Ohio’’ was des-
patched to Brie fur stores, and did not return
till the 11 ih. The battle wns fought on tbe loth,
aad tons he was deprived of parncipatioo in the
action that rendered Perry’s name immortal.
Soon after leaving Brie, some one came on board
thn “Ohio" bringing the intelligence that Parry
had surrendered to the British. This was ac-
credited lilt they rejoined the fleet and found
with much joy that they bad Ueu "Aprillooted’'
in September. Never has be seen, he says, such
elation as was over that victory. The men wen
wild with excitement. The prisoners were to-

ken to Erie, a city now of 200,000 inhabitants,
whkh was then a villageot some fifty scattered
bouses. Perry allowed Barclay, the wounded
British commander, to lodge at "Duncan Tav-
ern," aa old frame hotel, then the fashionable
place of the town; and many a time he has seen
the two commanders strolling, arm and arm. ot.
iti broad piaxsa. (It is a historical fact that
they were ever afterwards fist friends.) He was
also engaged la the capture of Forts George and
Maiden usd Dvtn.lt. lie first visited Philadel-
phia in 1815, when one-half of the ares now cov-
ered by bricks and mortar was * ‘marsh mad.’'

He received
a medal for hia conduct on the occasion. He to
now a helpless paralytic.

John Williams, an inmate of Ike Asylum,
claims the honor of having in his possession the
first medal issued for gaTtoater during the late
war. He was captain of the liain-Topon board the
"Pawnee,’* and received the medal for services
rendered in the attack on Mathias Point, June
28th, 18*1. Mr. Thompson, in the work quoted
snore, says of bit conduct on the occasion :

“His gallantry cannot be spoken offin 100 high
terms. Though wounded by a musket hall it
the thigh, he retained charge of bis bout and
when the staff waa shot away held the stump in
hia hand with the flag until we got along side
the 'Freeborn.' " Williams says the boat in
which be waa sent ashore daring the fight was
pierced by seventeen bails.

The mortuary lists of the institution bear the
names ofmany who figured in actions conspic-
uous in the history of the counter. Among

them is the following: “John Smith, died
September lllh, 1844." Appended is this note:
“Pulled the stroke oar in the boat which trans-

ferred Perry from the ‘Lawrence’ to the ‘Niaga-
ra’ during the battle on Lake Erie."

St. Clement’s Bey, Aug. 28, 1880.

Messrs. Editors.—l was present at the dinner
and tournament which took placeal Newtown
on Wednesday, the 25th instant. There was
comparatively quite a large company in atten-
dance, fairly,representing the beauty, manhood
and intelligence of Newtown and surrounding
country. As usual the city of Leonard town

was well represented and there was also a few
from the city of Washington. The dinner, which
was served in the beat manner, consisted ofan
abundance of the various essentials and edibles
of the season, both of the air and water, pre-
pared in a manner reflecting much credit upon the
culinary skill of the ladies of the congregation.
There was also a good supply of confectioneries of
choice varieties which were highly patronised
and appreciated by the company, as appears
from the feci that all were sold, yet there was
a plentiful supply of some of the more choice
kinds to the last. Indeed, who could refrain
from purchasing when the tempting viands and
sweets were dispensed in part by bands still
sweeter, one of Newtown’s fairest daughters?
The dinner over, the company adjourned to the
tournament grounds, a short distance from the
rhurch. The officers of the day were; J. D.
Thompson, J. J. Alvey and W. D. Heard,
Judges; Col. J. P. Crane, Chief Marshal, and
CliffOavberry, Herald. After being skillfnlly
put through several military evolutions, the
knights were drawn up in front of the stand,
when the Chief Marshal announced to the Judges
that be bad the honor ef presenting to them
twelve gallant knights to contend for tbs honors
of the flap. Judge Thompson then introduced
the Orator of the Day, Boa. Prank N. Holmes,
who proceeded to deliver an appropriate and
eloquent address, Ip the eonras of hto remarks,
giving n succinct aad historical sketch of the
origin, purpose and effect* produced by the
ancient order of knights, and eomtiering them
with those of the present day. Mr. Ifolnxs’
address was delivered in bis usual happy style
and at rimes grew truly eloquent, eliciting fre-
quent rounds of applause. The sentence, Wo-
man, noble woman, whose charms lift up mor-
tal man and whose benign influence raises him
out of the rats of depravity and exalte him to
hi* projier station, deserve* to be engraved in
letters of gold and indelibly imprinted upon
every heart. Mr. 11. concluded bis address at
follows: **l will dismiss you to the extremity
of the lists, asking you, each of you, to remem-

tfie South, after promising to protect
biitn. and say*: “Now. then, it b be-
ciloae lam a friend of the negro, it is
brcaa* 1 desire to at sod for him, it is
because 1 desire to do all that in me
lies to aid him in the difficult poMtkw
in which be iaplaced by the attainment
so unprepared ofbis citi*eoUip, that I
now propone to net with the democratic
party. They, at least, caa protect him,
and I believe willdo so. The indus-
trial condition of the SootL allows that
the negro, newtry no a laborer, must
be protected, and willbe ns noon ns po-
litical sntngonisma die opt. I freely
confess to yon that I desire to be in
such relations ofpolitical kindness and
courtesy with the democratic party that

The Ot*ter Season— Operatiom

or the New Law*—The oyster season
begins September 1. and as the law of
1880, chapter 198, which was approved
and took eliect April 10, 1880, makes
some considerable changes in that pari
ol the code which relates to oysters, it
is necessary to call attention to those
revised provisions. It is made unlaw-
ful to take or catch oysters from April
15 to September 1 each and every year,
under penalty of a fine of not less than
SSO nor more than S3OO, or imprison-
ment in the House ot Correction for not
less than three months nor more than
three yeyrs. But persons may take
them lor private use or sale in their
immediate neighborhood, for replanting
or bedding in the county where caught,
to the extent ot not more than five
bushels per diem during the "close
season.” It is made unlawful to take
or catch oysters on Sunday, or at night,
or to carry them out oi the State in the
shell, between April 1 and Septem-
ber 1; penalty the same, with the for-
feiture of vessel added, at the discretion

.of the court. The provisions in regard
to licenses, both to dredgers and tong-
men. and the penalties for violating
this part of the law are substantially Un-

changed from the old law. Oysters in
the shell are required to be measured in
a sealed measure of any capacity from

•half a bushel to three bushels, as may
be agreed upon, but the bushels, shall
always measure 16$ inches across from
inside to inside at tbe bottom, 18 inches
across from inside to inside at the top,
and 21 inches diagonal from the inside
chime to the lop, the same being even
or struck measure. Vessels seen sail-
ing over exempted beds, as if dredging
and having dredging apparatus and wet
oysters on board, are to be pursued, ar-
rested, and proceeded against as viola-
tors of tbe law. All oysters taken in
our waters are to be culled on the bed
or bar whence taken.— Daily Sun of
Monday.
