A Trap for Sheep-Killino Door.
—The Lynchburg Virginian thus de-
scribes an ingenious trap devised tor
a Virginia fanner to capture sheeps
killing dogs. Having suffered from
the depredations of dogs upon his
sheep-fold, he totil mound a number
of sheep that dogs had killed sn in-
cloeure of rails twelve feet high and
about tan feet square at tbs ground,
the sides of the trap sloping inward
until an opening was left about five
foet square. Any dog could easily
climb such a sloping fence and enter
the pen, bat not even s greyhound
could jump oat of it. In three nights
the farmer captured forty-six (fogs,
including fifteen or twenty that had
never been seen before in that neigh-
borhood.

Value or State Governments.
—Mr. Madison, commonly called The
father of the constitution of the Uni-
ted Stetre. in discussing the supposed
danger from toe powers of the Union
to the State governmonts, argued that
the powers delegated by the proposed
constitution to the Federal govern-
ment are few and well defined; those
remaining with the States numerous
and in definite. Hie former will be
exercised principally on external ob-
ject*, ae war, peace, negotiation, for-
eign commerce and the power of tax-
ation; end the powers reserved to the
severafEtates will extend to all the
objects, which in ordinaiy court of af-
fairs concern the lives. Liberties and
properties of the people and the inter-
nal order, improvement and prosperi-
ty of the State.

We have never had in the history
of our united country such a practical
illustration of these important truths
as we have had in the last forty days.
We have’ never had a period when the
value ofState governments was so
positively established, and which shows
how very essential they are to the
stability of affairs and the perpetuity
of our whole system of government
and laws. The President of the Un -

ted States has been, for all practical
purposes, unable to discharge the pow-
ers and duties of his office,
know not how long this state of tnmg?
may continue; ana yet here in Mary-
land, and in every other State, the
affairs of the country go on as ifno
such disability existed in the national
government.

’

We have lived under
such a complete system, for all inter-
nal purposes, that no disturbances
have been felt, and no protection to
rights either of persons or property
has been obstructed or denied. In
the nature of its birth and sphere of
legislation the government of the
United States is not competent to this
end, and the most lamentable trou-
bles we have ever known have origi-
nated in doing violence to these well-
defined lines of separate legislative
duties. The States existed before the
Federal Union—they were the par-
ties having inherent sovereignty, and
only delegated to the genera! govern-
ment “the few and well defined pow-
ers” for the common defense and wel-
fare. It Was in this spirit the Union
was established, and if we intend to
preserve the substance and the charters
of our civil liberty it must be so rev-
erenced and administered. We are
constantly reminded, in.some passing
event, of the wisdom of our ancestors,
and it willbe treason to the hopes of
mankind if we and the generation
coming after us, for lack of patriotism
and vigilance, shall throw away this
priceless legacy. JSeSo perpetva f
Baltimore Qaztitc.

Remarkable Will.—-The will of
the late David Carroll, who recently
died in Baltimore county, is a some-
what remarkable document in that it
appropriates a large sum ($100,000,)
to be expended in the last testament'
of the deceased in the event of any
attempt on the part of legatees to con-
test its validity in the courts. Mr.
Carroll left an estate estimated to be
worth several millions of dollars, and
although he provides very specifically
in his will for its division among the
members of his family, none of whom,
he says, attempted to influence him as
to how he should dispose of his estate,
yet he doubtless apprehended some
difficulty in having his affairs settled
amicably, and made the necessary
provision to prevent the willfrom be-
ing broken. The digraceful exposures
aim scandalous and expensive litiga-
tion that arose over the estate of the
late Cornelius Vanderbilt, and the
frequent contests over other large es-
tates, brought about in many cases by
unprincipled attorneys to secure large
fees, would appear to justify Mr. Car-
roll in inserting this extraordinary
clause in his will. But may not the
very means that the deceased resorted
to to prevent litigation, defeat the ob-
ject he had in view ? With the tempt-
ing prize of SIOO,OOO to be consumed
in defending the cause, may not some
of the less scrupulous members of the
legal professson endeavor to get the
case “in the courts," in the hope of
securing a slice from the estate ? It
is, at any rate, a new departure in
will-making, and it remains to be seen
whether it will prove successful. If
so, other rich men who are apprehen-
sive of litigation over their property
after death can adopt a similar ex-
pedient.

Educational Statistics. —A pre-
liminary report of the census bureau
on the public schools and illiteracy in
the State of Maryland, presents some
features of special interest. The total
.member of.persons (tan-years old or
aver) in the State who cannot read is
111.387, or 2,713 less than in 1870, a¦ marked decrease when we consider
that it is in the face of a considerable
increase of the total population. In
the report as presented to us the rela-
tive numbers of the white and colored

‘ illiterates (persona who cannot read)
are not given—an unfortunate omis-
sion. The number of whites who can-
not write is 44,816, of c010red90,172.
Of this number of whites 36,027 are
natives and 8.289 foreign. In 1870
the number of whites unable to write
was 46,792; of colored 88.703. These
last figares, as compared with those
of 1880, do not perhaps indicate a de-
crease in the number ofcolored per-

i sons who give attention to writing.
' but indicate that knowledge has not

increased with them more rapidly
i than numbers, as was the case with the

whites. The total of whites 21 years
I old and over who could not write in

1880 was 34,155; in 1870. 32,766
Of this number, for 1880, 15,152 were
males and 19.003 were females. In
1880 the number of colored 21 yean

i old and over who could not write was
66,357; in 1870, 59.705—figures that
indicate perhaps some falling off in
diligence on the part of our colored
voters in the last decade.

—On Friday last Mayor King, of
Philadelphia, appointed four colored
men as members of the police force ia
the Fifth Police District of that city.
