STEWED CYSTEM. .

In a large saucepan put one pint of
strong and clear beef broth, one pin)
of cream, four ounces of butter, three
ealtepoonefol of salt, two of white pep-
per and of ground mass, and halfa
teaspoouful of extract ofcelery; while
cooking dredge in finely-powdered
cracker dust tillsufficiently thickened
and well cooked. Have ready fifty
parboiled oysters in a hot tureen, pour
the above sauce over them and serve
piping hot,

PAUSED OYSTEEB.

Put fifty oysters in a elewpan, over
a quick fire, with four ounces of but-
ter, two saltepoonsful of salt and one
each of ground allspice, white pepper
and mace. Give one boil and they
are ready to serve *, if longer cooked
they become tough and indigestible.

SCALLOPED OH SHELLS.

Parboil fifty oysters in their own
juice and drain them. Prepare a
sauce as described for Fricassee Oys-
ters and seasoned in like manner,
Have ready some large oysters shells.
well-Mrtyed and cleaned, put four
oyster* on eaA shell, pour some of
the cream over them, cover thickly
with bread crumbs and brown quickly
in a hot oven.

SCALLOPED IH A PAH.

Mis well the finely-chopped yolks
of six hard boiled eggs, six ounces of
bread crumbs, three saltspoonsful of
salt sad one each of ground cloves,
mace and white pepper. Blanche cue
hundred oysters, pul them in a deep
pudding dish, in layers, alternately
with the egg and crumbs, finish with
the latter, and on the top spread two
ounces of batter cot into smell dice.
Bake in n quick oven from twenty to
thirty minutes.
