Troy’s Press tells of a farmer who has tried
& new rewedy for potato bhugs with success.
He procured & number of boards and placed
then: here aand there among his potatoes and
on the boards were placed row potaioes sliced.
At noon on the first day of the experiment he
and his bired man found every piece of potato
covered with bugs. The men killed this crop
and at night another crop was killed, though
uot 50 large, and in & week's time not a bug
could be scen and bis troable with bugs after
this was comparatively small. Ta the spriong,
be says, is the best umo to atiend to bugs, ss
o spring bug, he understands breeds from 300
to 500 during the potato season. He thinks
it would be a good plan 10 d'p the piece of
patato in paris green, as it would save the
work of killing them.
