At the conclu-
sion of hie remarks n Committee was
appointed to prepare an addreaa to
the Democratic voters of Maryland.
The Committee reported the following
address, which it was unanimously
I’Molved to issue to the Democrats of

State in the name of the State
Central Committee:

TO THE DEMOCRATIC VOTERS.
The Democratic State Convention,

at lie armting in 1881, pledged its
representatives in the General As-
sembly of 1882 ia substance and ef-
fectf to ills following reforms :

First. To the enactment of a law
providing for the accurate registra-
tion of the names of all persons enti-
tled to vote in this Bute.

Second. To the enactment of laws
sufficient to remedy the defects exist-
ing in local laws relating to the se-
lection of Grand and Petit Jurors. **

Third. To such changes in the
criminal law of the State as were ne-
cessary to make iteffective as a means
for the prevention and punishment oi
mime. /

-JFonrth. To the exercise of strict
economy in the management of pub-
lic affars.

Fifth. To the maintenance of the
purpose of the State to subject to tax-
ation all forma of wealth within its*
territory which wire not exempted
from taxation by irrevocable con-
tracts.

The convention, inorder to give ef-
fect to the pledges Mine made, at-
tained the duty ofcharging a commit-
tee which it named with the duty of
preparing and presenting to the Gen-
eral Assembly of 1882 the bills in-
tended to give effect to the proposed
reforms. The majority of that com-
mittee arented and executed the
trust reposed in them, and submitted
their work to the Senate and Bouse
of Delegates early in the session of
1882. The proposed measures pro-
vided, first, for the redivision of the
city of Baltimore into new election
precincts and wards of equal popula-
tion—of any proper, new and perma-
nent registration system to that city;
aaoond, for the complete and accurate
registration of qualified voters in such
naw election precincts and ‘wards, of
the city of Baltimore, and in every
county of the Bute, under provisions
of law which compelled accuracy and
good faith on the part of all concerned
in the work; third, for the election of
Grand Jurors in the city ofBaltimore
by n method better adapted than the
plan then in nsa to secure the choice
of competent persons to fulfill duties
<*f such importance; fourth, by the
extension, under careful limitations,
of the powers of the police justices in
the city of Baltimore. These meas-
ures were subjected to close scrutiny,
not only by the Senate and House of
Delegates, but also by the press and
by t&people.

It was found that they had bean
framed with the single purpose of ef-
fecting the reforms to which the Demo-
cratic party of the Slate was pledged,
and were sufficient to accomplish the
desired object ifthey were faithfullyex-
ecuted by the executive and by those
he appointed and by all others charged
with performing the duties imposed
by the particular lawn They were
therefore accepted with little modifi-
cation and with great unanimity. The
General Assembly oflßß2gave further
effect to the pledgee of the State Con-
vent ion of 1861.

Hie late Banquet to Gor. Hamil-
ton at the Carrolton Hotel. Balti-

The distinguished
gentlemen from other states could
not have been expected to be present.
The United States Senators and mem-
bers of the House of Representatives,
we were sore, would not attend a

£¦ litical feast to which the Maryland
I natorn and Rep resect ativee had not
been invited. They early found that
it was a factional banquet. The lead-
ers were Democrats, ifyou please, but
Democrats unnecessarily warring witb
the great body of the party, and
claiming for themselves aft the good
results of recent legislation, pledged
by the whole party, and earned out
by the party , with alittle set of cx-
tremuts continually throwing obsta-
cles in their way.

Mr. James Hodges presided at the
banquet, and was the leading spirit.
Mr. Hodges, no doubt, is a well-
meaning man, bat is also one whose
zeal outstrips biz knowledge, and is
an extremist of the most pronounced
typo. % His speech was both frothy
and fulsome-frothy on reform mid
retrenchment, and fulsome in praise
of the guest of the occasion.
