TOe cnees were heard and argument*
made, bat the Judge reserved hie de-
cision until the 190 inst., retaining
bv agreement two of the part a i in
jail, in the hope that some arrange-
ment might be made by which the
eases might he retried and the vexed
and unsettled question determined bj
a lull bench. Onr Circuit Court
meeting on the 18th inet, upon an

examination of the law. t was ruled. I
Judge Ford himself fully concurring
in the ruling, that the only way th
eases could be properly brought be-
fore the full court, would be by an
appeal; that the Judge before whom
the eym had been heard eat, so to
speak, as a committing magistrate,
with the same right and powers that
a Justice of the Peace wool 1 hava had
had the parties been brought before
the Jest ice and not before the Judge,
and that tha Judge alone who heard
the cases must render the decision.

Tbif ultimatum of the Court, was
proQonhced by Chief Judge Stone.
whefSxpoa, Judge Ford decided that
jhejSktee w%re not guiUty and
tboiiwbe discharged. The text of
the Judge’s decision is substantially
as follows: That the act of 1882.
chap. 391, is in contravention of the
rights and privileges guaranteed to
the two States by the old compact of
1785, and hence null and void and
not binding on the citizens of Virginia
(the parlies being from Westmoreland
county) and Virginianever having by
legislative enactment recognized or
assented to this act of 1882; that the
act of the Virginia Legislature anti
the concurring act of Maryland, both
passed in 186(4. submitting the boun-
dary line to arbitration, expressly ex-
cepted and reserved all the rights and
privileges belonging to the two States
under this compact; that the award
of Black and Jenkins, giving to Mary-
land the right of eminent domain in
the Potomac River as far as low water
mark on the Virginia shore, also ex-
pressly excepted and reserved ail the
rights existing under this compact,
and that the said act of 188*2, pur-
porting to be based upon this award
and clearly contravening their bid
compacted rights, was inoperative
and void

And so the question stands just
where it was when the act was passed
—no nearer the court of final and
last resort than it was then. And
the main proposit ion is now submitted,
how can it be taken to the Court of
final adjudication and there deter-
mined to the full satisfaction of all
interested ? *

It is due and perhaps proper here
to state, that Judge Stone, who ex-
pressly declined giving Mny opinion
on the real merit of the question, re-
marked as an "obiter dictum," that
the State could not appeal —this right
under the said atrtl being given only
to the party cohvictfed, and that the 1
only Vay he then saw in which this
question could get to the Court of
Appeals-for final settlement, would ,
