Archbishop Gibbous publishes the follow-
log regulations for Lent A tb* Archdiocese of
Baltimore:

Ash Wednesday, tba first day of Lent, falls
of tb* 7th of February.

1. All the faithful who have completed
thsir twenty-first year are, unless legitimately
dispensed, bound to ofaoervs the fast of Lent.

2. They or* to moke on;/ one meal a day,
excepting Sundays.

3. The meal allowed oa hit days k not to
he token till about noon.

4. Flesh meat and fish are sot to be need
si the same meal during Lent.

ft. A small refreshment, commonly railed
a eollattun, is allowed in the evening, not to
exceed Ae fourth part ofan ordinary meal
. A,l the collation it is permitted to use

bmad, ail kinds of frnits, srlags, and vegeta-
ble*. The use of butter, cheoat, milk, and
tggs Is also tolerated by virtue of long es-
tablished custom.

7. Gemr.it usage has road* it lawful to take
in the morning some warm liquid, as tea, cof-
fae or AA chocolate made wIA water, and n
mouAfui of bread.

8. Net-rarity and custom bar* authorised
the urn of bog's lard, instead of baiter, in
preparing permitted food.

9. Th following persons are exempted
from Ae obligations of fasting. Persons
under twenty-one years of age, Aerick, nurs-
ing women, those who are obliged to do hard
labor, oil who, through weakness cannot lust
without great prejudice to their health.

10. By dispensation the use of ;fleah meat
will be allowed at all meals oa Sundats, and
once s day oa Mondays, Tucsdave, Thu radars
aad Saturdays, with the exception of Holy
Thursday and the second and lost Saturdays
of Lent.

11. Persons dispensed with the obligation
of f-vating, on account of lender and advanc-
ed age. bard labor, or ill henlth, are uot
bound by the restriction ofusing meat only
at one meal on days on which its use is grant-
ed by di*|iensMtion *

12. The faithful ate reminded that besides
the obligation of fasting imposed by the
Church, this holy season of Lent should be,
in an espc< ial manner, a time of earnest pray-
er. of sorrow for sin, of secluntan from the
world and its amusements, and of generous
almsgiving.

13 The Paschal time extends from the first
Suoiiay of Lent till Trinity Sunday, during
which time all Catholics who have attained
the use ofreason are latund to prepare them-
selves to receive worthily the Holy Commu-
nion. Tire holy season of Lent is a very
proper time, also, for children to go to their
first cunfeawkiu, which Ary ought to do gen-
erally when aloui seven years of age. Par-
ents should see to this.

Messrs. Editors : —Knowing you are always
glad to bear of progress and improvement, I
and your raluablc paper, the Beacon, always
ready to encourage home industry and eater-
prim, I hare thought it would not be oat of
place to let you heir (ram the 4lh district. la
the Tillage of Chaptioo, there are three stores,
and all are doing a large and profitable host-
new, judging from the Urge stock of goods
they bad last Fall and the condition of the
shelres now. Three-fourths of a mile from
the Tilings, there is a first-clans steam aw and
gristmill, of25 horse power. The mill-boose,
enclosing the saw-shed, is 119 feet long. It
grinds excellent meal and flour, aad cats
through gigantic logs with almost magic pow-
er. The wheal is cleaned, preparatory to
grinding, with a California brush and fan.
The tan makes 100 rerolotions per minute and
the brush 900. The machinery is *llself-oil-
ing. The mill is skillfully managed hr the
proprietor, Mr. Arbury Gardiner, with the as-
sistance of hie brother. They are both polite
and accommodating and I beliere gim gene-
ral satisfaction,

his farm near this Tillage. He has straightened
nil the crooks and bends in the public road
leading from the village to bis estate, and
through his estate, in all, the distance of two
or three mike. He has graded down the hills
somewhat and filled up the ralley* and made
the roads turnpikes compared to what they
were. The Judge contemplates building a fine
store on bis farm. There was some complaint
about the Budd's Creek mail going to Cana-
da.
