Among quadrupeds the skunk some-
times cat* the potato beetle, while the
common toad and black snake feed
freely npon this pest of the ferm.

The various poisons employed, among
which Paris Green, ana London Pur-
)de take the lead, are effective and
mailt* applied; but every precaution
should be taken to favor the natural
Hieutles. and thus help to so adjust
ihe system of nature that it will fa-
vor the healthful growth of all form
and garden crops. Spare the insect
