AGentle Reproof.—ln the begin-
ning, as the Beacon has nearly as
many republican as democratic pa-
trons, we shall have to ask these
friends to bear in mind, as they go
along with us in this discussion, that
neither of our brothers of the Enlcr-
prise is quite yet the Republican party
of St. Mary’s, though both hold re-
sponsible and lucrative offices by its
favor.
