"Tex Marca Tax Reuxovep.—The
removal of the revenue tax on matches
which was obtained about a week ago,
has already had the happy effect of
reducing the price of this now indis-
pensdbls househiold convenidnce. In
New York city on Monday the price
of the ordinary “lacifer” matches fell
from one dollar and a half a gross to
filty cents a gross, but as the demand
for them was %0 great, the manufac-
turers raised the price to 75 cents per
gross, and even then found they were
in danger of running short of the de-
wand. The grade known as “parior”
matches sell for from 75 cents to $2
per gross. All kinds have depreci-
ated 200 per cent. in price in New
York, and there is no probability that
the wholesale price of them will rise.
The retail prices are as low in pro-
_portion as the wholesale. From the
removal of the revenue tax of 200
per cent. on matches, the extent to
which the public have been plundered
by the match monopoly can easily be
measured. Is it or is it not a benefit
to Henry Hayden and Meridack
Clarke to be able now to buy three
boxes of matches for what they for-
merly paid for one? And would not
a reduction of 33 per cent. on other
necessaries they arecompelled to pur-
chase and use in their families reduce
the cost of their living to this extent?
Apd would a reduction of 38 per
cent. in their cost of living per an-
num be a benefit to them or other-
wise ? The idea, says the New York
Herald, that the interest of the con-
sumer and laborer is bound up with
that of the manufacturer, “is the
dream of an ignoramus.” The epithet
is the Herald's, not ours. A tariff is
a tax, and a tax, ‘though it may be
wisapplied 80 as to favor some indus-
tries at the expense of others, cannot
by any possible jugglery be made a
benefit to all industries alike. We
used to be told by politicians some
years ago that ““a national debt is a
national blessing.” Now they begin
to assure us that the exaction of high
{axes can also be made a “national
blessing.” If we can be taxed in such
a manner as to make all prosperous,
and equally prosperous, then the true
cry of the politician this Fall shot:1d be,
“the poorer you are, the better off

.you will be,” because nobody who
pays taxes can avoid feeling that he
1s the poorer for paying them.

Tue TrADE DoLLAR.—The trade
dollar was authorized and made a
made a legal tender for $5 by the act
of Congress of February 12th, 1878,
and continygd to be such legal tender
until the act of July 22ad, 1876,
when the legal tender feature was
abolished. Its coinage was suspend-
od entirely on February 22nd, 1878.
On February 12th, 1873, the bullion
or intrinsive value of the trade dollar
was 103-100 in gold, and during the
whole ‘of that year its average value
was 102 3-10 cents in gold. When
therefore, as the Baltimore Day well
puts it, the government declares
through its assistant New York Treas-
urer, that it will not recognize or re-
deem the trade dollar, it deliberate-
ly repudiates a species of money which
iv issued and made a legal tender and
for the greater part of which it has
received value at the rate of more
than 102 cents on the dollar. It is,
the Day goes on to say, as mean a
piece of repudiation as was ever in-
dulged in by any broken down South
American republic. The upshot of
it is that every man, woman and child
who has a trade dollar in possession
is simply 15 cents out of pocket and the
loss falls mainly on a class that is least
able to bear it, the laboring classes,
who are always. the last to hear of
speculating movements like this. The
trade dollar panic started in New
York, where the poor holders were
compelled to submit to a discount.
Much of the coin was then shipped
to Philadelphia and there paid out in
large quantitiee. After the working-
men had been swindled in New York,
lots of the stufl were shipped to points
where the panic had not reached and
the same game was played, on the
same classes. In Baltimore city a
firm sent a check to its bank for the
mouney to pay off its hands. The
bank honored it eatirely in trade dol-
lars. The firm paid its employees,
and the latter lost the discount, so
that the bank unloaded at 100 cents
on its customers, the latter at 100
cents on its men, and these last were
compelled to sell out at 85 cents or
not ase the money at all.’

Theze was, however, a gain of $3,-
837,004 from miscellaneous sources.

The « expenditures for
1883 exceeded thos: of 1882 by §7.-
586,648. Baut the ordinary or regu-
lar expenses were greater by $14,-
869,323 than those of the previous
year. The interest on the public
debt was reduced $12,012515 for
the year. Pensions increased $4,-
729,840.

The available balance in the Treas-
ury July 1 was $151,1183846. The
revenues from all scurces amount to
$398,388 520, or nearly eight dollars
a head for every man, woman, and
child in the United States. The total
expenditures summed up $265,568,-
087. Deducting one from the other,
the apparent surplus of revenue ag-
gregates $132,770,433,

These official figures make two
things plain ; First, that a larger rev-
enue is collected than is necessary for
a Government economically conduct-
ed; and secondly, that the regular
expenses are far greater than they
should be in time of peace.

Surplus revenues are the product
of excessive taxation, and therefore
are to be avcided. But they are still
more objectionable as being sources of
temptation to prodigality, corruption,
and plander.

It will be the duty of the nmext
House of Representatives to cut down
the internal revenue, and to cut down
the public expenditures to a point of
retrenchment corresponding to the
scale that was adopted in 1876, with
general sat isfaction to the country.

Deates oF DisTINGUISHED PREL-
ATES.—Since our last issue, the Pro-
testant Episcopal and Roman Catho-
lic churches in the United States have
sustained severe losses, the first in
the death of Bishop Pinkney, and the
latter in the death of Archbishop
Purcell.

Rt. Rev. William Pinkney, D. D,,
LL. D., died suddenly from conges-
tion of the heart about 7 o'clock on
Wednesday morning of last week at
the rectory of Sherwood Episcopal
church, Baltimore county, Md. The
Bishop was the guest of Rev. A. T.
Pindell. His visit to the county at
the time was for the purpose of con-
secrating a church at Cockeysville.
The intense heat and the long rail-
road ride to the place somewhat fa-
tigued him, but on arriving at Cock-
eysville, he walked up the hill to the
church rectory, in company with Drs,
Lewin and Pindell, and even insisted
on carrying his valise. In the even-
ing he attended services and preached
an eloquent sermon in d;mrwood
Church. After the services he spent
an hour or more in conversation with
Dr. Pindell and family and at 10:30
o'clock retired, apparently in good
health. The Bishop and Dr. Lewin
slept in adjoining rooms. He appear-
ed to rest comfortably and slept till
near six o'clock, Wednesday morning,
when Dr. Levin was awakened by
hearing him sigh heavily as thoug
in pam. Dr ‘}..ewin hastened into
the room and recognized at once that
the Bishop was ill. His face was
very pale and he was breathing with
diﬂi)culty. On asking him how he
was, he replied: *“Feel my pulse.”
Dr. Lewin took hold of his wrist and
found shat his pulse was very weak.
He was then seized with an attack of
nausea, and Dr. Lewin suggested that
he get him a little brandy, but, with
his usual aversion to intoxicating
liquors, he said : “No, a little Jamai-
ca ginger may do, but I don't know
that anything will do.” These were
the last words he spoke. Dr. Lewin
becoming alarmed called Dr. Pindell.
Dr. Pindell went to look for the gin-

r and also sent for Dr. J. Hawkins.
ﬁ the meantime Dr. Lewin went over
to his room for a minute, and just as
he returned he saw the Bishop, who

attempted to raise himself from
the bed, fall to the floor. Dr. Lewin
ran to him and raised his head in his
arms just as he expired. Hardly re-
alizing that he was dead, Dr. Lewin
called Dr. Pindell, who was on his
way to the room with the ginger, but
they at once discovered that life was
extinct. Dr. Hawkins arrived in a
short time and after an examination,
pronounced death caused by conges-
tion of the heart.

Bishop Pinkney was born in An-
napolie, Md., in 1810, and was conse-
quently 73 years of age at the time
of his death. He was connected with
two of the most distinguished families
in Maryland, his being the
{:Imngut brother of the remowned

iliam Pinkney, one of the leadi
‘men of Maryland—and, indeed, o
the entire country—in his time, and
his mother being a sister of Governor
Grason. When a lad of about 17
years of young William Pinkney
entered St. John's College, at
Annapolis.

The Most Rev. John Baptist Pur-
cell, Archbishop of Cincinnatti, died
at the Convent of the Ursulines in
Brown county, near St. Martin's,
Otiio, on the night of the 5th of July,
instant. It was to the Convent of
the Ursulines that the Archbishop,
with his brother, Rev. Edward Pur-
cell, had retired after the bankruptey
of the diocesan bank in 1880, the par-
ticulars of which are familiar, we sup-
pose, to our readers, as full publica-
tion was given to them at the time
and they have since been made the
subject of judicial examination. The
Archbishop was conscious at the mo-
ment of death, though the power to
converse was denied him, his tongue
having been previously stilled by pa-
ralysis. He was able, however, to
give tokens of recognition to his
friends. His death was peaceful and
apparently without physical pain.
Slight convulsions appeared toward
the end and in one of these he passed
away.

John Baptist Purcell was born in
Mullow, Ireland, February 26, 1800,
and came to the United States at an
early age. He began his theological
studies in Mount St. Mary's College,
Emmittsburg, Md., oom‘;{ehd them
in St. Sulpice, Paris, and was ordain-
ed a priest in that city in 1826.
After his return to the United States
he taught theology at Mount Saint
Mary's, and became president of the
college in 1829. In 1833 he was con-
secrated bishop of Cincinnati by Arch-
hishop Whitfield in the Baltimore
Cathedral. At that time there was
but one Catholic church in Cincinnati,
while the diocease comprised the en-
tire state of Ohio, but the members of
his flock rapidly increased, and he
founded many important institutions.
The diocese was divided in 1847 by
erection of Cleveland into an inde-
rondent. one, and the diocese of Co-

umbus was separated in 1868. When

the see of Cincinnati was raised to|

the metropolitan rank, in 1850, Dr.
Purcell became first archbishop, and
had the honor of reveiving the pallium
from the hands of Pius ?X imself,
in the P?o'l ;lylrinte chapel. 1In 1869
he attended the council of the Vati-
can, and voted against the opportune-
ness bf defining the doctrine of pon-
tificial infallibility. After his return
to Cincinnati in 1870 he was involv-
ed in a public discussion with the
free-thinker Vickers. Long before
that, in 1837, he had a seven days
discussion with the Rev. Alexander
Campbell, which excited great inter-
est, and an account of it was after-
wards published in a volame. Arch-
bhbop%’umll also published a vol-
ume of “Lectures and Pastoral Let-
ters,” and edited Donald Macleod's
“History of the Devotion to the Bless-
ed Virgin in North America,”
and Kenelm Digby's “Ages of Faith.”
