See
platform and convention proceedings on our
first page. With regard to the personne of
the ticket, about which, we supposs, the nx-s=
of our resders would like to be informed, we
maie the following brief mentions :

Robert 3. McLane, our candidate for Gov-
ernor, is the eidest son of the late Louis Mc-
Lane, of Delaware, and was born in Wilming-
ton, June 23rd, 1815. The futuce Governor's
mother wes Catharine Miligan, of Cecil -Co.
He began his eduention sta Friends school in
Wilmington and aiter his removal 10 Mary-
land, sttended 8t. Mary's College, in Balii-
more. In 1829 be accompanied his father 10
England, and swudied in Paris for 1wd ;ears,
ut the end of which he returned bowse, and
was appointed a cadet at West Point Acade-
my b‘y General Andrew Juckson. He giadn-
ated in 1837, and was appoinied second lieu-
tenant in the First Artillery.  Heserved with
Gen. Jessup in the Everglades in 1837, and
there first formed the seqnaintince of Jos. K.
Johnson, an acquaintance which ripened into
friendship and grew stronger with age. Gen.
Johuson married u sisier of Nr, Mclane, Licu-
tenunt Mclane served in the Cherokee coun-
try of Georgia under Gen. Sc.tt, and after-
wards was trans'erred o the corps®uf topo-
graphical engineers. In 1841 he was sent to
Europe 10 examine the system of dykes and
draiunge in Hollund. While on that trip he
married in Paris Miss Georgine Urqubart,
daughter of n Louisiana merch.ant. Previous
1o sailing for Europe in 1841, in addition to
bis engiveesing duties he studied law in
Washington under Gen. Jones, and was ad-
mitted 10 the bar. In 1843 ke resigned  his
srmy position and started the practice of law
in Magyland. In 1845 be was elected 10 the
House of De'eates of Marylaud. In ,847 he
was elected 10 Congre:s from the fourth con-
gressional district of Mary laud over the lion.
John P. Kenaedy, the whig candidate. e
was re-elected to Uongress in 1849, and in
1853 President Picree appointed him commis-
siover 1o Lhiua, with the powers of & minis-
ter plenipotentiary. ln 1854, there being
nothing W keep him in Chiny, and the oli-
mate not ngrecing with bim, hs was reealled
at his own request.  Borly in 1859 he was ap-
pointed by Pre-ident buchanan CHYOy exira-
ordinary and minisier pleuipoten:i wry to the
Republic of Mexico.  Diplomatic relstions be-
tween the two republics bad been suspended 4
for sever:l years previous to Mr. McLave'sap-
pointment,  Revolution had reduced Mexico
almost 10 a state of uuarchy, and indications
were rol wanting of the proposed interference
of some of the European powers. Mirumon
bud possession uf the expital, while President
Juurez wus at Vera Urus.  Mr. Mclane re-
coguized Junrez us President of the country
and presented his credentials to him. W hile
in Mexico Mr. MclLane negotiated a treury
which gave to the citizcnsof the Uuited Steies
i commercial udvantages. In 1860
Mr. McLane resigned and returs ed 10 his fami -
ly in Baltimor ,  in the heated discussions of
the time Mr McLane took the ground that
the United Siates had no right to coerce a
dlate into sibmission, iusisting that the poli-
cy of coercion was the policy of disunion and
war. In 1863 he was engnged ae counsel for
the Western Pacific Ruilrond, snd during 1864
and 1865 visited Europe in that capacity sev-
eral thwes. In 1876 he was elected 10 the
Sinte Seoate lrom Baltimore, and aiterwards
served two terms in Congress.

The Hon. Charles Boyle Roberts was born

in Uuiontown, Uuurollu)unl]. April 19, 1842
His father and mother were both uatives of
Uniontown, and his ancestors were among

the earliest settlers of the vicinity He grad-
uated in 1861 and directly begun the study of
law with ex-Judge Wm. N. Hayden, of W est-
minister. In 1868 he was a democratic pres-
idential elector for Muryland, and in 1874 was
elected to Congress from the secund district of
Maryland over Juhn T. Ensor, the r: publican
candidate. .He was re-elected to Congress in
1876, and 78 & member of the ao.mfm: on
conmerce worked so hard for the advance-
ment of Baitimore's interests that on his re-
tirement he was tendered a public testimoui-
ul by the leading citizens of the city. Since
his last term in Congress he has not been a
candidate for any public ofiice, devoting his
sitention 10 his professional duties.

Mr. J. Frank Turner was born in Talvot
mll‘y ia 1844, and us a boy worked on a
farm in bis native county. 1a 1862 he was
nprui-ldnchrt in the office of register of
wills of Tatbot county, and the fullowing
Jear wus appoinied recorder in the office of
tpclsrkdth County Court. In 1¥73 he
:h - clerk of the court and was re-elec-
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, Carreat Netes.
