gvbonily, by impaired eyesight which
gives them an imperfect view of ob-
ject*. and they do not recognise ordi-
nary thing* and are frightened hr
them; whereat ifthey could eee veil
they would not afar. Poor eight may
be caused by over-heating, over-draw-
ing and wolf-teeth. For the first there
shook! be eooliag diet, such at carcofe,
grass and bran-masboa. togathar with
laxative medicine, glauber aaite being
the beat, fed daily with the mashes,
one-fourth pound, until the animal
given evidence, by the bright nee* of
its coat and general appearance, that
its blood hae become tmrified and the
fever in out of it. When this condi
tion is reached the eyesight will be
improved and perbare restored. Over-
loading hones is both stupid and
wicked and strains the nerves of the
eyes, for which the only remedy is to
wash the eyee two or three times daily
with a mild extract of witch hazel or
some good eye water. When this
straining is severe nothing willcure
it. and the horse usually becomes
blind. The most common cause of
poor eyesight is produced by wolf-
teeth; these are small extra teeth
which grew open the nm>er jaw in
front of the grinder*. I Taeir presence
may often he known by the hone
running at the eyee, and when the
cause is not removed the eyesight be-
comes impaired by a partial film or
weakness. These teeth generally
grow'when hones are young, but not
sJways, and when they make their
appearance while they are colts they
are more apt to be neglected, and so
they grow np and are broken to use
with impaired eyesight, and are dan-
gerous to drive on account of their
shying at objects. All horses, and
especially colts, should be examined
frequently for these teeth, which may
be easily removed by a pair of com-
mon pinchen, or they may be knock-
ed out with an iron put against them.
A spirited hone in use at Kirby
Homestead became dangerous to drive
on account of bis dodging. Being a
very intelligent animal, it was for a
long time a problem why be was so
foolish, as he would spring suddenly
to one side when passtjig almost every
dark object. The conclusion wss
reached at last that his eyesight must
be defective, and it was supposed that
be might be near sighted—horn so.
There was no ap{>earance of inflamma-
tion about the eyes indicating any
local disorder. This hone had wolf-
teeth which had probably grown when
he was a colt. As an experiment
they were taken out. This bone has
improved wonderfully since they
were extracted, and dodges very little
compared to bis former practice. It
would be wise to remove all wolf-teeth
as soon as they may be observed rather
than take the chances of their effect
on Urn eyesight.
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A Late Winter.— Vennor predicts
a considerable amount of warmth for
1883.
