I wish to impress upon you tbe duly incum-
lietit upon you as American citizens of last-
ing intelligent ballots, and s correct appro-
nation of the value of suffrage. It is a mat-
ter that lies at tbe foundatiuu of Republican
government. Suffrage is a priceless gift.
Ifyou fail in its appreciation your govern-
ment willpass from you and you will not
know it.” After s masterly exposition of
tbe principles of the democratic party and
a short reference to the existing factional
contests, Mr. Roberts spoke of the Republi-
can party as not being one ofprindple, of its
mission having been finished and want of
office the only tie that held it together and
then touched upon Mr. Holton’s record as a
workingman, saying the only work Holton

-bad ever dune was to cdort a rich wile. Af-
ter complimentin': Mr. Holton on the suc-
oeos of his work and giving a humerous ac-
count of bis own record as a workingman,
Mr. Roberts reviewed tbe record of the re-
publican party in this State and read from
a statistical table showing the reckless ex-
travagance of the repaid can* when iu con-
trol of our State Legislature, and stated that
as our people payed taxes very cheerfully,
he read these things ao that when a republi-
can legislature got in they might know what
to expect. Then briefly refuting to the re-
cord of the democratic party in Cbngrass and
bis own record there, be paid bis respects to
the republican candidates and proceeded to
do Mr, Holton a little more justice, stating
that ifanyone would take tbe trouble to look
into Scharfs History of Maryland, (Vol. IU,
pp. 697-9) they would find what kind of a
duenau nt Mr. Hart B. Holton, who is now
asking Marylanders to elect him Governor,
wm willingto sign.

The democratic Mu*Meeting which was
belt! al the Court House on last Saturday, was,
despite the inclemency of the water, well
attended—over 300 persons being present.
The meeting was called to order bjr Dr.
'fhomas A. Lynch, of the Central Commit-
tee, and organised by electing, on motion of
Dr. Bros*, Hon. B. 6. Harm, President.
On motion ofCol. Jeff. D. Loiter, Mr. Geo.
Gjtnbsaod Of. John H. BothoronSeereelect-
ed Vk-Pre< loots. F. V. King was chossn
Secretary. On taking the Chair Mr. Harris
thanked the assemblage for the honor dona
him, made a lew general remarks and intro,
dooed Gen. Bradley T. Johnson, as the first

After psr ng s high compliment to Mr.
Harris for his personal worth and distin-
guished services in the Legislators and in
Congress, and stating that be considered him.
self under particularly fortunate circumstan-
ces in being introduced by him, Oen,' John-
son spoke sniatantially as follows :

“What I desire to impress upon you is the
necessity of keeping toe Stute of Maryland
in the hands of the Democratic party and I
propose to demonstrate that it is the duty of
every man to help to keep the State in dem-
ocratic bands. The democratic party is a
imrtyof popular right, it has adopted for
its principles the principle of Jefferson that
government was made for the people and
that men have a right to govern themselves.
Opposed to inis democratic doctrine is a par-
ly that believes that the people must be gov-
erned by a paternal government. These are
two forms of polity—ones government of
the people, the other a government of cen-
tralisation. Therefore, when the democrat-
ic party controlled you. you had a plain
government. The enormous power that
grew up in the rebellion, a prutciiive tariff,
r-teambistt snlvndies, railroad monopolies,
giving away of public lands, separated prop-
erty from trie hands of the many and put it
in the hands of the few—twenty million
voters, two miliums owning the proper-
ty. The republican party by tariff mo-
nopoly broke bjp the small traders, trade
the power out or their hands and put it in
the hands of the few large manufacturers.”
Gen. Johnson adduced as an illustration the
Tobacco Monopoly of the Lorrillards. point-
ed out how it bad broken up iho hundreds
of small manufacturers in Maryland and
Virginia and showed this to be a natural
(ouaaquefice of the republican theory of
government. “Continue,” he mid, “toap-
ply the same doctrine and twenty years
hence. you yonne men will have questions
to settle, rw in my day and in my way. I at-
tempted to arttld question* that then Arose.

Tlic Kepiddie.tn prindple (imposes >or the
government to lake control of t!c telegraph,
IP lake control of rie railroads—but to con-
trol llietn they must own them Wi*h its
hand on die indurrW sof the country y m i I
it- governed by a government uot by the peo-
ple. Will not tbe gentlemen who are the
millionaires, tbe corporation, the railroad,
control die goverarnsiill Will the people pay
the taxes or will Ilie co-noralions pay the
tnxro? I will show you that unless this is
counteracted hr the Democratic doctrine, the
Government that is strong enough to reach
its hand to Alaska will he too strung fbr pn*i-
lie liberty and too strong for control. Rc-
publicans y that this tendency will he over-
tome by universal suffrage. Has not univer-
sal suffrage been over turned bv force ?’’ Ibe
speaker pointed to France as an example of
the failure of universal suffrage, told how
Ixiuis Na|>olran having control of the de-
partments of industry and the election machi-
nery ordered a vote, how tbe vote was taken
by his officers and counted by bis officers and
how die liepnldic was overthrown and the
Kmpire proclaimed. Continuing. Gen. John-
son said, he proposed to "discuss the princi-
ples of the democratic party. For too long a
time, there has beea sentimentalism is polilns
and questions of temper rather than principles,
and young men are growing up in ignorance
of the principles of the democratic party. Tin?
same reasons that urge dieyoung nu n to holt
die republican organisation in New York and
Ohio, are operating in Maryland to for.*; them
from the Democratic (ratty.

Corpus sod to take away the right ofprivate
domicil. 1 don’t want such a man to bare
all the power over our rotes. Tbe Governor
tfthfState, by virtue of powers conferred bv
a republican legislature, was invested with
the appointment of ail tbe registration officers
in tbe State and with the supervisors of elec-
tions in Baltimore city, which practically gives
him complete control of.the election machine-
ry of the State.

Harris as "tbe man who had oftentimes been
elected by a democratic legislature treasurer
ofthe Stale and through whose hands millions
of money had gone and not a single dollar
gone wrong." Mr. Oomptoa complimented
in tbe highest terms tbe disliogoisbed gentle-
man who presided over tbe meeting and paid
a graceful tribute to the county in whose bo-
som reposed the bones of bis grand mother and
from among wboee fair daughters be bad won
bis wife. This State election, be said, would
in a measure determine what tbs next general
election would be; he would not detain the
meeting by the diseusrion ofabstract political
truths, hot would briefly contrast the demo-
cratic and republican doctrine and endeavor
to show that Hart B. Holton was the legiti-
mate outgrowth of Urn principles of the repaid
lican party.
