Election Returns.—Tim election
in Maryland on Tuesday last resulted
in I he triumph of the democratic party.

10,000 am) the democrats have secur-
ed majorities in both branches of the
legislature. The showing at present
is, that Dr. Steiner, of Frederick, has
been beaten and Dr. Wells, of Anne
Arundel, has been elected. The ma-
jority for the democratic Sta‘e ticket
in Baltimore is about 8000, but the
democrats have lost their candidate
for Sheriff in the city, Airey, the fu
sion candidate, being undoubtedly
elected. The State is considerably
democratic outside of Baltimore city.

The returns from other States vot-
ing on Tuesday last are very incom-
plete. The certainties are that But-
ler has been defeated in Massachusetts,
the republicans, with the aid of the
Old Line Democrats, giving the vic-
tory to Robinson, the republican nom-
inee. Mahono is crushed out in Vir-
ginia, thedemocratssecuring handsome
majorities in both branches ofihe State
Legislature. The republicans maintain
their legislative ascendancy in Connec-
-1 icut. The same party has also secured
majorities in both branches of the leg-
islature of New Yprk and probably
elected a portion at least of their State
ticket Pennsylvania has elected-the
republican candidates for treasurer and
auditor-general. New Jersey electa
a democratic and legislature.
Mississippi Went democratic as usual,
mid Minnesota and Nebraska repub-
lican. “The general result,” says the
Baltimore Sun, "as indicated in New
York, Pennsylvania and Connecticut,
leaves the presidential prospects of
the democratic party still in doubt,
and their hopes of controlling ths
United States Senate in 1885 some-
what diminished.”
