Kilkenny Cats.— The story ha*
been so long current that it has be-
come a proverb—‘as quarrelsome as
the Kilkenny cats’—two of the cats

in which city are asserted to have
fought so long and furiously that
naught was found of them hot two
tailsT The correct version of the say-
ings is this:

Daring the rebellion which occur-
red in Ireland in 1798, Kilkenny was
garrisoned by a regiment of Hessian
soldiers, whose custom it was to tie
together, in one of their barrack-
rooms, two cats by their respective
tails, and then throw them face to
face across a line generally used for
drying clothes. The cats naturally
became infuriated, and scratched each
other in the abdomen until dea'h en-

sued to one or both of them.
The officers were made acquainted

with the barbarous acta of cruelty,
and resolved to put sn end to them.
For this purpose an officer was order-
ed to inspect each barrack-room dai-
ly, and report its state

The soldiers, determined not to lose
the daily torture of the cats, general-
ly employed one of their comrades to
watch the approach of the officer. On
one occasion he neglected his duty,
and the officer was heard ascending
the stairs while the cats were under-
going their customarv torture. One
of the troopers seized a sword from
the arm rack, and with a single blow
divided the tails of ths cats.

The cats escaped through the open
windows of the room, which was en-
tered instantly afterward by the offi-
cer, who inquired what was the cause
of the two bleeding cats' tails being
suspended on the line, and was told
in reply that two cats had been fight-
ing in the room; that it was found
impossible to separate them, and they
fought so desperately that they bail
devoured each other up, with the ex-
ception of their two tails.

New Standards op Time.—Twen-
ty-two o'clock sounds strange now,
but the public is likely to become fa-
miliar with such an expression dur-
ing the next tow years. Railroads,
especially, have always felt the in-
convenience of different standards of
time, based upon the various meri-
dians, and now many of the most im-
portant lines have decided to number
the hours from one up to twenty-four,
and beginning at the Atlantic Ocean,
divide North America into four time
t>elts. All the railroads now using
Boston, New York, Philadelphia, Bal-
timore, Toronto, Hamilton or Wash-
ington time as a standard, based upon
meridians east of these points, or ad-
jacent thereto, will be governed by
the 75th meridian or Eastern lime,
which is that of Philadelphia. The
next division will be called central,
or that of New* Orleans; the time of
the 105lh meridian or “mountain
time’’ will be about that of Denver,
snd “Pacific lime" or that of the
120th meridian, will coincide with
the local time at Reno. Etch stand-
ard will prevail over a belt of terri-
tory extending North and South in-
definitely and reaching 71 degrees
East and ss , many degrees West of
the meridian by which it is governed.
Companies representing some 80,000
miles of road have adopted this scheme
of standard “timebelts," and will run
their trains by it, commencing Nov.
18. Standards of time are thus ar-
ranged to take the place of fifty or
more that have been puzzling travel-
ers so long, necessitating the setting
of their watches in every town they
stopped at. It is expected that even-

| tnally the general public willfollow
the railroads in adopting so conve-
nient a scheme for securing uniform
time within wide areas.
