As we are abont through—or ought
to be—with the fun and frolic of
throwing up our caps over the elec-
tions of Senator Gorman and Governor
Lloyd, would it not be as well now for
the Legisiature to hurry up the other
elections—Treasurer and Police Com-
missioners—and get down to the solid
work of the session? As long as these
elections are pending, they will prove
more or less an embarrassment. In-
deed, we think, a mistake was com-
mitted when one caucus action was
not made to answer for all. However
this may be, we think that legislation
would be advanced by determining at
once who our Treasurer is to be and
who our Police Commissioners. There
is a vast deal of matter already cut out
for legislative action, and the danger is
that some will be overlooked, some be
forced upon the heel of the session,
with the result of leaving many im-
portant measures unacted on or hur-
ried to a conclusion in an imperfect
and defective condition.

(Correspondence of the Beacon.)
BavLTIMORE, Jan 25, 1886.

Dear Beacon:—One of the Sgnate
bills has reached its third reading and
been passed and, now the prospect is
that every day until the end of the
session there will be one or more new
laws made.

The bills attracting the most at-
tention and occasioning the most dis-
cussion are Senate bills for a Consti-
tutional Convention and for a reor-
ganization of the Baltimore City Po-
lice Force.

The Journals of tke two houses

show about the usual number of leaves
to introduce local bills. For your
county, Senator Colton has obtained
leave to introduce a bill to prohibit
dredging in the waters included within
aline drawn from Higgin' in Breton
Jay to a point in Dukeharts channel.
He has also presented the petition of
Z. T. Spalding and others, protesting
againet a change in the present oyster
law for Patuxent River.

Inthe House, Mr. King has obtained
leaves to introduce a bill to refund to
Randolph Jones taxes pain in error
and also a bill to empower the county
commissioners of St. Mary's county to
levy a sum of money for the building
of a school house for colored children
in Medley's Neck. The same gentle-
man bas also presented the petition of
Geo. Muir and 24 others asking that
from October 1 to May 1 be fixed as
the time for taking oysters.

Since my last lettera U. S. Senator
and Governor have been elected. The
democrats were unanimous for Gorman
and Lloyd and each received 100 votes
out of a total of 114, the republi-
cans complimenting with their votes
Messrs. McComas end Dixon. The
Jjoint assembly at which the above re-
sult was reached was called to order
at 12 m. last Wednesday and the
above mentioned result reached. Soon
after its adjournment a committee from
the Senate called upon the House and
requested their presence to witness the
inauguration of the newly elected
Governor. The House with its Speak-
er at its head then proceeded to the
Senate Chamber where a few minutes
after 12 Mr. Lloyd appeared and spoke
as follows:

“My Fellow Citizens :—Both custom
and precedent afford every newly-
elected Governor upon the day of his
inaugural full opportunity to give ex-
pression to his prospective administra-
tive policy. Called to the discharge
of executive duties by virtue of my
official position as l”rnident of the
Senate, upcn the nlgpointment of Gov.
McLane to the French mission in
March last, I have in the discharge of
said duties tranemitted to the Gener-
al Assembiy my message, covering
many matters of State interest,
with a candi¢ expression of my
views upon the same. I do not be-
lieve that the peculiar and flatterin
circumstances of my election or goog
taste justify any extended address at
this time, but that the custom of the
delivery of an inaugural will in my
case be more honored in the breach
than in the observance. Suffice it to
say, I amin hearty sympathy with the
great Democratic party, whose patri-
otic pulsations ﬁncfl welcome response
in the beating of my heart, and that
I believe in the simplicity of the meth-
ods and policy of our government in
earlier days. My Civil Service liesin
the direction of fitness, capaciiy and
bonesty ; and I firmly believe that the
sucsess of any well-defined adminis-
tration depends upon the sympathy
and sincere oco-operation of all its
branches and departments. Ia the
exercise of the appointing power 1
shall name for office those whose po-
litical faith and official acts accord
with the views of the party now in
the majority in this State. "I can but
Tepeat the hope, already expressed,
that economy will dictate our legisla-
tive action-—an economy that will not
stint deserving and meritorious meas-
ures, but in its discrimination will
withhold all aid from schemes of
doubtfal propriety. [ fuliy realize
the grave responsibilities attendant
upon high honmers. I bring neither

nor
z-nam ap-
preciating your manifestati of good
will, and relying upon Him who never
faileth those who seek His guidance,
I am ready to take the oath of office.”

‘Having ‘concluded his address he
was handed by Chief Justice Alvey a
time worn volume from which he read
in a clear voice the oath of office, to it
subscribed his name and the inaugu-
ration was over. The Governor then
retired to the Executive Chamber and
held a levee.

In the evening a grand reception

was beld at the Governor's mansion,
and the newly elected Senator and
Governor received the congratulations
of their friends.
Next Wednzsday, the democrats
will caucus for State Treasurer. The
fight for this place is quite interest-
ing, the supporters of Mr. Archer
claiming that he will carry off the
prize and the frisnds of the present
incumbent, Mr. Gittings, being equal-
ly confident that their man will win.
In' my next letter I will give you
fuller information on the point in dis-
pute. The Police Commissioner fight
is on but any information I could give
as to its outcome would be about as
definite as that in regard to the Treas-
urership.

WasniNGTON, Jan. 25, 1886.

Mesars. Editors :—The sudden death
of Miss Katharine Lee Bayard, the
eldest daughter of -the Secretary of
State, has had a depressing effect upon
society, which realizes the sad truth
that one of the gayest of her belles lies
silent in death. It has in fact beena
week of mouraning in social circles;
the projected gayeties were for the
most part postponed, and dinners, teas,
and reception invitations were de-
clined. Ladies who made calls or re-
ceived friends wore toilets of black.
Miss Cleveland secluded herself from
callers, and it was only at the earnest
request’of Secretary Bayard that the
invitations to the diplomatici dinner
were not recalled.

The state dinner given by President
Clevelaud on Thursdsy evening in
homnor of the Diplomatic Corps, was
the second of the series given since the
commencement of the season. The
preparations for this elaborate banquet
were more complete and extensive
than Lave ever graced the Executive
Mansion. The floral decorations were
upon a lavishscale. Among the pieces
which attracted much attention was
an immense floral globe representing
all of thenationsjof the world. The
land surface was marked by a mass of
carnations of different colors, repre-
senting the various countuiies, and the
water by leaves of the camelia bush,
while the streams were traced by tiny
lines of smilax. The piece was mount-
ed o0 as to revolve within a square
frame, in the center of the table.
The frame was twined with smilax,
while in the center, and just above
the globe, was a single star in red
immortelles. The representatives of
nearly every nation with which we
hold diplomatic relations were present,
the dinner was a characteristic social
feature in the the long line of State
banquets that have been held in the
Executive Maunsion.

The introduction in the Senate re-
cently of a bill providing for the
erection of monuments to the memory
of Lincoln and Grant, hasawakened a
lively discussion by the press of the
country.  Among the suggestions
which appear to meet with much fa-
vor, is that instead of erecting tower-
ing “chimneys’” of marble, that a tri-
umphal arch should be constructed
over Pennsylvania avenue, ornament-
ed with life-statues and busts of the
prominent generals of the several
American wars. Such a me:norial arch
dedicated to the American soldier,
would certainly be an imposing and
appropriate commemoration of the
Nation's dead herces, and it is to
be hoped that Congress may consider
the plan before acting upon the bill
now before it.

The passage of the bill on Friday
providing for the purchase of the old
Produce Exchange, in New York City,
was accompanied by a lively scene in
the House. When the roll was called
upon the question of recommitting
the bill, the opponents of recommittal
found that there were five votes against
them. Every member of the House
was recorded wpon one side or the
other, and the only way to obviate
delay in the passage of the bill was to
persuade a sufficient number of mem-
bers who had «voted for recommital to
change their votes. The champions of
the bill rushed about importuning their
friends to assist them, while their op-
ponents urged those who had voted
in the afirmative to stand fast. A
sufficient number of votes were how-
ever secured to defeat recommuttal,
and the bill was afterwards passed by
a vote of 142 to 25.

MEcHANICSVILLE, Jan. 22, 1886.
Messrs. Editors—Please allow me

a small space in your paper to make
a few remarks. In our section of the
county news is rather acarce. There
has been beautiful sleighing in this
neighborhood, and the young and the
old who had sleighs seemed to enjoy
it very much, but at this time that
pleasure seems to be over for a while
at least. The rain and warm sun has
vanished the snow, but we have plen-
ty of ice yet. That seems harder to

j get rid of. The roads are filled with
i it, and nothing but a rough shod horse
can travel over them.

All tbe ice-houses in this commu-
nity, with one or two exceptions, have
been filled with good ice, better tkan
for several previous years.

Our county commissioners have
made some suggestions concerning our
lunatic paupers—about fixing up part
of the almshouse for their accommo-
dation. I think it would be a wise
thing to do. We could have them as
well attended to here as we can by
sending them away to other institu-
tions, and save a great deal of expense,
and the money we have to pay out for
their support in other places could be
kept in the county, where our own
seople could have some of the benefits

erived from the use of it.

The almshouse issituated in a pleas-
ant and healthy neighborhood, about
two miles from Leonardtown, where
we have plenty of medicine and good
doctors, as well as numbers of the
same all over the couaty, so that noth-
ing would be lacking on that point in
the way of good attention for the poor
unfortunates, and I think the saving
of expense in a few years would more
than pay for the fixing up of the alms-
house and the building of an addition
to it for the use of the keepers. An-
other thing I would suggest looking
to economy and to save expense—that
our Legislature, by passing a law al-
lowing our county commissioners to
issue county bonds to borrow about
$20,000 or 25,000 at 4 or 4} per ct.
interest, said interest to be paid en-
nually, provided for by a levy,soas to
bring every expensc of our county to a
cash basis. It would save at least 25
per ct. to the county annually, for we
could get more work done for seven
ty-five cents cash than we could for
one dollar payable twelve or eighteen
months after date. Besides, all coun-
ty officers could work cheaper for cash,
so let us try to bring down our ex-
penses in every legitimate way we
can and endeavor to raise our county
up to the high standard of her sister
counties. We can do it if we try in
the right way and success will crown
our efforts.

Another thing I would ask, Messrs.
Editors, in the way of economy, is it
actually necessary for our Judges of
the Orphans' Court to meet once in
two weeks, or even more frequently
than that? Could they not like the
commissioners transact all the besi-
ness of their court by meeting once in
every four weeks, except at the regu-
lar meeting of our Circuit Court, when
it always has been customary for all
the Courts to meet together, in order
to give the people an opportunity ef
attending to their business in all the
Courts at one time ? I think the less
our Courts meet the better it will be
for our people, except in cases of emer-
gency. I may be wrong, but I think
not, for when the tax collector comes
arouund (and be will be sure to come)
we begin to wonder what makes our
taxes so high. When a number of
these small matters get together it
makes quite a large amount, and I
think it 18 time for all our county of-
ficers to begin retrenchment and pro-
mised reform, and to use every
in their power to try to throw off the
stigma of banq the poorest county
in the State while we pay a larger tax
than any of the others. C.
