Is a Ni t Shell. —The Democratic
A 'hfn'ote puts the claims of the Mary-
land slave owners for comj*ensation in

a nut shell. It says ; —There is not a
more just claim against the govern-
ments than this. There is no ques-
tion about it; no two sides to the
proposition. Slaves were property,
recognized by the constitution, and
the government should pay for them,
just as it paid for ships, provender or
other property taken for its use dur-
ing the war. Ifit does not pay for
the slaves, the act of taking them was
nothing less than robbery. Maryland
did not secede, but adhered to the
Union and furnished her quota of men
to the Federal government.

The Silver Essi e.—We think the
reply of Gov. Brown, of Georgia, to

the Petition of his Savannah constitu-
ents who ask for the “repeal of the
law requiring the Secretary of the
Treasury to coin not less than $2,000,-
ouo per month of standard silver dol-
lars ” is entitled to be voted a settler.
“The law," the petitioners go on to
say, “has been in operation over seven

years, and experience has shown that
not only has it failed in every promise
prophesied by its projectors, but it has
proven to be a great inconvenience to
the people; detrimental to mercantile,
manufacturing and legitimate banking
interest; dangerous to the credit and
welfare of the Government, and at this
time is retarding the increase of pros-
perity and menacing the finances of
the country." To this arraignment
the Governor puts in the following
response;

..
“Experience has not shown that

the law baa failed in every promise
prophesied by its projectors* On the
contrary, the prophecies of its pro-
jectors have been fulfilled almost to
the very letter.

“The law has not proven an incon-
venience to tie people, but it has been
a great convenience, as it has added
to the material prosperity of the coun-
try bv keeping in circulation and in
the Treasury a large amount of coin
that would not otherwise have been
in circulation at a time when the vol-
ume ofcurrency was already too small.

“The law has not prove ! detrimen-
tal to the mercantile, manufacturing,
and legitimate banking interests of
the country. On the other hand, it
has greatly promoted the mercantile
and manufacturing interests of tbe
country, and it has in no war retard
ed tbe banking interests. They may
sometimes have been put to a little
inconvenience in handling silver mon-
ey on account of ita bulk, but th*y
have in no other way sustained any
material losses on account of the law.
while most of them have thrown all
their weight against its success and
done all in their power to discredit
silver. The *aw is not dangerous to
the credit and welfare of the Govern-
ment. On the other hand, without
its passage the Government could not
have resumed specie payments in 1860,
and continued it up to the present,
aad the law is not st this tims retard-
ing the increase of property. On
the other hand, it ia greatly promot-
ing the prosperity of the country.

ben the crash of 1873 came upon
the country w* did not have the large
amount of gold and silver coin to fall
back upon wbich we had at the time
of tbe crash of 1384. and it took about
six^ vears to recover from the shook of
1573 to tbe mercantile, manufacturing,
and other important interests of thn
country. When the crash of 1884
came on we had nearly two hundred
millions of silver dollars in the Treas-
ury and in circulation, adding that
much to the volume of currency andaiding to maintain a specie standard.
The result has been that in about two
instead of about six years ths country
is fast rscovsring from ths crash, and
pros peri tv is already on ths increase.
In s word, we are rscovsring from s
financial crash much mors rapidly
than ws did from ths ons of 1878,
when silvsr was dsmonstited.

Washington, Feb. 22. 1886.

Messrs Editors:—lt baa been an
intereeting week at tbe National Cap-
ital. Congress baa aettied down to
bard work, and has probably accom-
plished more during tbe week than
during any preceding Week of the
session. Tbe Fitz John Porter bill
occupied much of tbe time of tbe
House during the early part of tbe
week, and on Thursday the bill was
passed by a vote of 117 to 113. Not
one Democratic vote was cast in the
negative, and but sixteen Republican
votes were cast in the affirmative.
The House has thus declared that
Gen. Porter was free from blame
when, at the second battle of Bull
Run, in 1862, he disobeyed the orders
of a superior officer, and that the de-
cision of the court-martial which
found him guilty was wrong. The
attendance of members during the de-
bate was unusually large, and but few
seats were vacant. Although the
speeches were for the most part tire-
some, the interest taken by the gener-
al public in the proceedings, was man-
ifest by the crowded galleries. The
chair placed little restraint upon the
occupants of tbe galleries, who fre-
quently gave vent to applause in appre-
ciation of tbe telling points in the
arguments of the several speakers.

The debate in the Senate upon the
BUir Educat-r.nal Bill was continued
daring the week. Nearly every Sen-
ator hae taken part in the ducnecion
of the bill, and eo great a number of
amendmcnte have been offered that
it is probable that when a vote is fi-
nally taken the provisions of the bill
will have been so changed that it will
be hardly recognized by its author.

War hat at last bean declared be-
tween tbe Republican Senators and
the administration, upon tbe question
of removals. Senator Edmunds on
Thursday last, having obtained tbe
indorsement of his proposed report
from Judiciary Committej, on tbe re-
fusal of tbe Attorney General to trans-
mit certain papers relating to tbe
Durkin case, submitted tbe report to

the Senate, but it was agreed that it
should not be oalled up for action in
tbe Senate until Monday neat, in
order that tbe Democratic minority
could have time to formulate their
reply. Tbe resolutions are three in
number. The first declares tbe action
of tbe Attorney General in refusing
to furnish information when called
for by tbe Senate, was reprehensible.
Tbe second declaree that where tbe
Senate calls for information regarding
removals from office, and tbe informa-
tion is not furnished, tbe Senate will
not confirm tbe appointee. And tbe
third condemns tbs disregard of tbe law
which requires that in selections for
office, preference be given to honora-
bly discharged Union soldiers and
sailors.

Among tbe bills introduced in tbe
Senate on Thursday last, was one by
Mr. Hoar providing for the erection
of a suitable monument at Washing*
ton to General U. 3. Grant. The bill
appropriates $150,000 for the purpose,
and provides for a commission of three
Senators and three members of tbe
House of Representatives to contract
for the monument. An amendment
offered by Mr. Logan, increasing tbe
amount apppropriated to $950,000,
was afterwards adopted.

The eighteenth annual convention
of tbe National Suffrage Association,
was held in this city dating tbe week.
In tbe absence of Mrc. Elisabeth Cady
Stantoa, tbe President of tbe Associ-
ation, tbe meetings were presided over
by Mias Susan B A ntbony. Tbe meet-
ings were well attended, tbe audience
being composed principally of women,
many of whom ware young and pretty.
